The Body of Christ consists of 

individuals from all denominational churches at congregational level. No 

organisation goes to Heaven, only people can go to Heaven. These are not 

ruled by a Minister, Priest, Pastor, Arch Bishop, Pope or even Angelic 

Beings. No, the Body of Christ is ruled by Jesus Christ and by Jesus Christ 

alone!!! (Colossians 2:19) Jesus Christ has chosen to send the Holy Spirit 

as His representative on this earth to guide, teach and comfort Jesus’ 

Body, of which you are a member. (1 Corinthians 12:1 – 31 & 13: 1 - 13 ) 

 

If any person wants to rule over you, or tries to enforce authority over you 

they are misled. (Luke 22:25 - 27) Those who do not follow the instruction 

of Jesus that they ought to be servants to their brothers and sisters in 

Christ, do not deserve to even be listened to at all. Those who seek or 

enforce authority over other brothers and sisters (The flock they are to 

feed, not trap) will all be among those who cry “Lord, Lord, but we 

prophesied and healed and taught in Your Name” Jesus will turn to these 

and say “Away from me you evil doers” Matthew 7:21 - 23 (Matthew 

25:31 - 46)  
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I am terrified of being among these people, and so I have determined to 

be a member of equal standing with my brothers and sisters and in fact 

consider every believer in Jesus, irrespective of how man has lifted them 

up to be equal to myself before God. In terms of my attitude, I consider 

myself a little brother to you all and a servant to both you and God 

Almighty.  

 

If anyone thinks that they have “Divine Authority” among believers, they 

are not humble before God, and as such will be punished for it. You my 

friend are a team player (The body has many members (Colossians 2:19) 

There is only one captain, Jesus Christ, whom the Holy Spirit makes 

known to us on a continual basis. 

 

I want to be very clear on this next point, as satan will try to twist this in 

your head.  

You must listen to the word of God being preached. God has called certain 

people to preach, but they do not have authority over you. It is important 

that you draw the distinction between the authority to preach, which is a 

gift God gives to His servants and the authority to make you do or think 

things.  

 

It works like this. 

 

Someone preaches to you (and sometimes even quotes scripture too just 

like I am doing in this book.) 

You then take the message and accept this message as Gospel Truth. 

 

NO! NO! NO! A THOUSAND TIMES NO!!!!! 

 

You do not accept it as Gospel Truth until you have studied the scriptures 
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in their context and studied the message preached within the context of 

the Word of God with the guidance of the Holy Spirit. (Who is your teacher 

(John 14:26) and makes things known to you.) God said that His people 

perish because they lack knowledge. (Hosea 4:6) You do not have the 

right picture.  

 

If you are one of these who simply accept what you are told instead of 

reading the Bible and measuring everything said against the Bible, then 

you will perish. You will be misled. You may even be led into Hell. And 

why? Pure Laziness and no Passion for reading the Word of God, and dare 

I say, no real love for God or your eternal salvation. 

 

Sorry that came out so harsh, but I am not allowed to change it. I as the 

messenger am apologising, but Jesus Christ, is not. God sees His children 

being misled and is angry with them because of their complacency. In fact 

He has already said in the Bible, that if you are not Hot (Passionate) for 

His cause and His Word, He will spit you out of His mouth (Revelation 3:15 

- 19). My friend, make a choice, either become as close to a Jesus fanatic 

(Hot) as possible, or get out of the Church, eat drink and be merry, soon 

you will die, and then all that awaits you is Hell…. Your choice. 

 

So why are there people like this in the Church of Jesus Christ? 

 

3 main reasons really: 

 

1. People are Lazy and do not want to read the Bible themselves, or 

join a Bible Study. They want to be spoon-fed and do not care even 

if what they are fed is garbage or poison. They also do not mind 

going once a month. Sometimes, the more consciencous probably 

go once a week. The old, sick, and those in trouble would probably 
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go once a week, all the time searching for a quick fix to their 

physical condition. Wanting to get some kind of reassurance, but 

walking out once again unfulfilled. The preacher who “lords” it over 

the flock, has failed if he has not made every effort to help these 

people to see the truth about themselves. He will be judged very 

harshly for such negligence. 

 

2. People are misled to believe that the person in charge has some 

special link between himself and God. They think that only the 

preacher has this special link. I once thought that too, many of my 

friends did too. I know that there are probably more than half of 

those in the Church of Christ who fall into this category. satan has 

kept so many Christians locked away from experiencing the 

beautiful personal relationship that Jesus, through His Holy Spirit 

wants to share with them. Now I know that many who preach are 

not aware that many of their flock may be feeling or thinking this, 

but their job is to make disciples. A disciple of Jesus Christ is not 

just someone who mindlessly follows a bunch of rules, traditions, 

dos and don’ts. No, a disciple is someone who has a personal 

relationship with God, who praises the Father, thanks the Son and 

has a personal relationship with Jesus, through the communication 

with the Holy Spirit. I have seen many who preach, lose their 

ministry because they never addressed this issue within their 

Church. Why don’t they? Simple. They are too proud. Too happy 

with their status. Pleased that they are “making a difference”. When 

all the while, they are, if not consciously then subconsciously 

depriving God of a personal relationship with His children. Beware, 

my brothers and sisters who preach. If this is happening in your 

Church, your ministry will be taken away from you and given to 

someone who will preach on how to have a personal relationship 
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with Jesus Christ. Who will preach about the fact that the Holy Spirit 

is our teacher and comforter, and that if they will just listen, they 

will hear His voice and they will follow Him. 

 

3. Subconsciously and sometimes consciously, people think that well I 

will go to church, might even say a few prayers, read my Bible and 

be a good person. If there is a last judgement, then I will tell God 

that it was all my preachers fault. Well its time someone burst your 

happy little bubble and made you face reality. You will go to Hell 

because you did not do what you were supposed to do. You had no 

passion for God. You did not really care. For you it was just a happy 

little club. Your preacher may or may not be at fault. He will pay for 

His part in it, but you will get no lightening of your sentence. 

 

The preacher’s job is to preach, not to make your life cool and fuzzy. He 

has a job given to him by God Almighty. He is to preach the 

uncompromising word of God, the Most High, ruler and creator and 

destroyer of the entire universe. 

 

Your job is to keep your mind from evil (your body will follow your mind), 

and grow your spirit in God’s Holy Spirit, and Jesus Christ, who is His Holy 

Word. So how do you do this?

Mat 25:21  His lord said unto him, Well done, thou good and faithful servant: 

thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many 

things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord.  
Mat 25:22  He also that had received two talents came and said, Lord, thou 

deliveredst unto me two talents: behold, I have gained two other talents 
beside them.  

Mat 25:23  His lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant; thou 

hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler over many things: 
enter thou into the joy of thy lord.  

Mat 25:24  Then he which had received the one talent came and said, Lord, I 
knew thee that thou art an hard man, reaping where thou hast not sown, and 
gathering where thou hast not strawed:  

Mat 25:25  And I was afraid, and went and hid thy talent in the earth: lo, there 
thou hast that is thine.  

Mat 25:26  His lord answered and said unto him, Thou wicked and slothful 
servant, thou knewest that I reap where I sowed not, and gather where I 

have not strawed:  
Mat 25:27  Thou oughtest therefore to have put my money to the exchangers, 

and then at my coming I should have received mine own with usury.  

Mat 25:28  Take therefore the talent from him, and give it unto him which hath 
ten talents.  
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Mat 25:29  For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall have 

abundance: but from him that hath not shall be taken away even that which 
he hath.  

Mat 25:30  And cast ye the unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall 
be weeping and gnashing of teeth.  

Mat 25:31  When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels 
with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory:  

Mat 25:32  And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate 

them one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats:  
Mat 25:33  And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the 

left.  
Mat 25:34  Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye 

blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the 

foundation of the world:  
Mat 25:35  For I was an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye 

gave me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in:  
Mat 25:36  Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in 

prison, and ye came unto me.  

Mat 25:37  Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee 
an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink?  

Mat 25:38  When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and 
clothed thee?  

Mat 25:39  Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee?  

Mat 25:40  And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, 
Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye 

have done it unto me.  
Mat 25:41  Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, 

ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:  

Mat 25:42  For I was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye 
gave me no drink:  

Mat 25:43  I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me 
not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.  

Mat 25:44  Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an 

hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not 
minister unto thee?  

Mat 25:45  Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch 
as ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.  

Mat 25:46  And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the 
righteous into life eternal.  
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Joh 3 : 1 – 18  

Joh 3:1  There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the 
Jews:  

Joh 3:2  The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know 
that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles 

that thou doest, except God be with him.  
Joh 3:3  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 

Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.  

Joh 3:4  Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can 
he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?  

Joh 3:5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of 
water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.  

Joh 3:6  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the 

Spirit is spirit.  
Joh 3:7  Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.  

Joh 3:8  The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof, 
but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that 
is born of the Spirit.  

Joh 3:9  Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be?  
Joh 3:10  Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and 

knowest not these things?  
Joh 3:11  Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and testify 

that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness.  
Joh 3:12  If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye 

believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?  

Joh 3:13  And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from 
heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.  

Joh 3:14  And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the 
Son of man be lifted up:  

Joh 3:15  That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal 

life.  
Joh 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that 

whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.  
Joh 3:17  For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that 

the world through him might be saved.  

Joh 3:18  He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not 

is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only 

begotten Son of God.

Joh 5:19  Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto 
you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for 

what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.  
Joh 5:20  For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that himself 

doeth: and he will shew him greater works than these, that ye may marvel.  
Joh 5:21  For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them; even so 

the Son quickeneth whom he will.  
Joh 5:22  For the Father judgeth no man, but hath committed all judgment unto 

the Son:  

Joh 5:23  That all men should honour the Son, even as they honour the Father. 
He that honoureth not the Son honoureth not the Father which hath sent him.  

Joh 5:24  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth 
on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into 
condemnation; but is passed from death unto life.  

Joh 5:25  Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour is coming, and now is, when 
the dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God: and they that hear shall live.

judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father 
which hath sent me.  
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Joh 6 : 27 – 40 

Joh 6:27  Labour not for the meat which perisheth, but for that meat which 
endureth unto everlasting life, which the Son of man shall give unto you: for 
him hath God the Father sealed.  

Joh 6:28  Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might work the 
works of God?  

Joh 6:29  Jesus answered and said unto them, This is the work of God, that ye 
believe on him whom he hath sent.  

Joh 6:30  They said therefore unto him, What sign shewest thou then, that we 

may see, and believe thee? what dost thou work?  
Joh 6:31  Our fathers did eat manna in the desert; as it is written, He gave them 

bread from heaven to eat.  
Joh 6:32  Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave 

you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread 

from heaven.  
Joh 6:33  For the bread of God is he which cometh down from heaven, and 

giveth life unto the world.  
Joh 6:34  Then said they unto him, Lord, evermore give us this bread.  
Joh 6:35  And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me 

shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.  
Joh 6:36  But I said unto you, That ye also have seen me, and believe not.  

Joh 6:37  All that the Father giveth me shall come to me; and him that cometh 
to me I will in no wise cast out.  

Joh 6:38  For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of 

him that sent me.  
Joh 6:39  And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he 

hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last 
day.

Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up 
at the last day.  
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Joh 6 : 43 – 48 

Joh 6:43  Jesus therefore answered and said unto them, Murmur not among 
yourselves.  

Joh 6:44  No man can come to me, except the Father which hath sent me draw 
him: and I will raise him up at the last day.  

Joh 6:45  It is written in the prophets, And they shall be all taught of God. Every 
man therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of the Father, cometh unto 
me.  

Joh 6:46  Not that any man hath seen the Father, save he which is of God, he 
hath seen the Father.  

Joh 6:47  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting 
life.  

Joh 6:48  I am that bread of life. 
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Joh 6 : 53 – 69 

Joh 6:53  Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except ye eat 
the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have no life in you.  

Joh 6:54  Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath eternal life; and I 

will raise him up at the last day.  
Joh 6:55  For my flesh is meat indeed, and my blood is drink indeed.  
Joh 6:56  He that eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I 

in him.  
Joh 6:57  As the living Father hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that 

eateth me, even he shall live by me.  
Joh 6:58  This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your fathers 

did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live for ever.  
Joh 6:59  These things said he in the synagogue, as he taught in Capernaum.  
Joh 6:60  Many therefore of his disciples, when they had heard this, said, This is 

an hard saying; who can hear it?  
Joh 6:61  When Jesus knew in himself that his disciples murmured at it, he said 

unto them, Doth this offend you?  
Joh 6:62  What and if ye shall see the Son of man ascend up where he was 

before?  

Joh 6:63  It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words 
that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.  

Joh 6:64  But there are some of you that believe not. For Jesus knew from the 
beginning who they were that believed not, and who should betray him.  

Joh 6:65  And he said, Therefore said I unto you, that no man can come unto 

me, except it were given unto him of my Father.  
Joh 6:66  From that time many of his disciples went back, and walked no more 

with him.  
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Joh 6:67  Then said Jesus unto the twelve, Will ye also go away?  

Joh 6:68  Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? thou hast 
the words of eternal life.  

Joh 6:69  And we believe and are sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of the 
living God.  
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Joh 10 : 24 – 30 

Joh 10:24  Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, How long 
dost thou make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly.  

Joh 10:25  Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the works that 

I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me.  
Joh 10:26  But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said unto 

you.  
Joh 10:27  My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:  
Joh 10:28  And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither 

shall any man pluck them out of my hand.  
Joh 10:29  My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no man is 

able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.  
Joh 10:30  I and my Father are one.  
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Joh 12 : 23 – 50 

Joh 12:23  And Jesus answered them, saying, The hour is come, that the Son of 
man should be glorified.  

Joh 12:24  Verily, verily, I say unto you, Except a corn of wheat fall into the 

ground and die, it abideth alone: but if it die, it bringeth forth much fruit.  
Joh 12:25  He that loveth his life shall lose it; and he that hateth his life in this 

world shall keep it unto life eternal.  

Joh 12:26  If any man serve me, let him follow me; and where I am, there shall 
also my servant be: if any man serve me, him will my Father honour.  

Joh 12:27  Now is my soul troubled; and what shall I say? Father, save me from 
this hour: but for this cause came I unto this hour.  

Joh 12:28  Father, glorify thy name. Then came there a voice from heaven, 

saying, I have both glorified it, and will glorify it again.  
Joh 12:29  The people therefore, that stood by, and heard it, said that it 

thundered: others said, An angel spake to him.  
Joh 12:30  Jesus answered and said, This voice came not because of me, but for 

your sakes.  

Joh 12:31  Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this world 
be cast out.  

Joh 12:32  And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me.  
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Joh 12:33  This he said, signifying what death he should die.  

Joh 12:34  The people answered him, We have heard out of the law that Christ 
abideth for ever: and how sayest thou, The Son of man must be lifted up? 

who is this Son of man?  
Joh 12:35  Then Jesus said unto them, Yet a little while is the light with you. 

Walk while ye have the light, lest darkness come upon you: for he that 
walketh in darkness knoweth not whither he goeth.  

Joh 12:36  While ye have light, believe in the light, that ye may be the children 

of light. These things spake Jesus, and departed, and did hide himself from 
them.  

Joh 12:37  But though he had done so many miracles before them, yet they 
believed not on him:  

Joh 12:38  That the saying of Esaias the prophet might be fulfilled, which he 

spake, Lord, who hath believed our report? and to whom hath the arm of the 
Lord been revealed?  

Joh 12:39  Therefore they could not believe, because that Esaias said again,  
Joh 12:40  He hath blinded their eyes, and hardened their heart; that they 

should not see with their eyes, nor understand with their heart, and be 

converted, and I should heal them.  
Joh 12:41  These things said Esaias, when he saw his glory, and spake of him.  

Joh 12:42  Nevertheless among the chief rulers also many believed on him; but 
because of the Pharisees they did not confess him, lest they should be put out 
of the synagogue:  

Joh 12:43  For they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God.  
Joh 12:44  Jesus cried and said, He that believeth on me, believeth not on me, 

but on him that sent me.  
Joh 12:45  And he that seeth me seeth him that sent me.  
Joh 12:46  I am come a light into the world, that whosoever believeth on me 

should not abide in darkness.  
Joh 12:47  And if any man hear my words, and believe not, I judge him not: for I 

came not to judge the world, but to save the world.  
Joh 12:48  He that rejecteth me, and receiveth not my words, hath one that 

judgeth him: the word that I have spoken, the same shall judge him in the 

last day.  
Joh 12:49  For I have not spoken of myself; but the Father which sent me, he 

gave me a commandment, what I should say, and what I should speak.  
Joh 12:50  And I know that his commandment is life everlasting: whatsoever I 

speak therefore, even as the Father said unto me, so I speak.

Joh 17:3  And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, 

and Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.  
Joh 17:4  I have glorified thee on the earth: I have finished the work which thou 

gavest me to do.  
Joh 17:5  And now, O Father, glorify thou me with thine own self with the glory 

which I had with thee before the world was.  

Joh 17:6  I have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of 
the world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept 

thy word.  
Joh 17:7  Now they have known that all things whatsoever thou hast given me 

are of thee.  

Joh 17:8  For I have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they 
have received them, and have known surely that I came out from thee, and 

they have believed that thou didst send me.  
Joh 17:9  I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for them which thou hast 

given me; for they are thine.  

Joh 17:10  And all mine are thine, and thine are mine; and I am glorified in 
them.  

Joh 17:11  And now I am no more in the world, but these are in the world, and I 
come to thee. Holy Father, keep through thine own name those whom thou 
hast given me, that they may be one, as we are.  

Joh 17:12  While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name: those 
that thou gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of 

perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled.  
Joh 17:13  And now come I to thee; and these things I speak in the world, that 

they might have my joy fulfilled in themselves.  

Joh 17:14  I have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because 
they are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.  

Joh 17:15  I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that 
thou shouldest keep them from the evil.  

Joh 17:16  They are not of the world, even as I am not of the world.  

Joh 17:17  Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.  
Joh 17:18  As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent them 

into the world.  
Joh 17:19  And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they also might be 

sanctified through the truth.  
Joh 17:20  Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe 

on me through their word;  

Joh 17:21  That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, 
that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast 

sent me.  
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Joh 17:22  And the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; that they 

may be one, even as we are one:  
Joh 17:23  I in them, and thou in me, that they may be made perfect in one; 

and that the world may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, 
as thou hast loved me.  

Joh 17:24  Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given me, be with me 
where I am; that they may behold my glory, which thou hast given me: for 
thou lovedst me before the foundation of the world.  

Joh 17:25  O righteous Father, the world hath not known thee: but I have known 
thee, and these have known that thou hast sent me.  

Joh 17:26  And I have declared unto them thy name, and will declare it: that the 
love wherewith thou hast loved me may be in them, and I in them.  
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1Jo 5 : 1 - 20   

1Jn 5:1  Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every 
one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him.  

1Jn 5:2  By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, 

and keep his commandments.  
1Jn 5:3  For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his 

commandments are not grievous.  

1Jn 5:4  For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the 
victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.  

1Jn 5:5  Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is 
the Son of God?  

1Jn 5:6  This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by 

water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, 
because the Spirit is truth.  

1Jn 5:7  For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, 
and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.  

1Jn 5:8  And there are three that bear witness in earth, the Spirit, and the water, 

and the blood: and these three agree in one.  
1Jn 5:9  If we receive the witness of men, the witness of God is greater: for this 

is the witness of God which he hath testified of his Son.  
1Jn 5:10  He that believeth on the Son of God hath the witness in himself: he 

that believeth not God hath made him a liar; because he believeth not the 

record that God gave of his Son.  
1Jn 5:11  And this is the record, that God hath given to us eternal life, and this 

life is in his Son.  
1Jn 5:12  He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God 

hath not life.  
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1Jn 5:13  These things have I written unto you that believe on the name of the 

Son of God; that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that ye may 
believe on the name of the Son of God.  

1Jn 5:14  And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any 
thing according to his will, he heareth us:  

1Jn 5:15  And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we 
have the petitions that we desired of him.  

1Jn 5:16  If any man see his brother sin a sin which is not unto death, he shall 

ask, and he shall give him life for them that sin not unto death. There is a sin 
unto death: I do not say that he shall pray for it.  

1Jn 5:17  All unrighteousness is sin: and there is a sin not unto death.  
1Jn 5:18  We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is 

begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.  

1Jn 5:19  And we know that we are of God, and the whole world lieth in 
wickedness.  

1Jn 5:20  And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an 
understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is 
true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life.

- Desires met,  

 

- Knowledge,  

 

- Intelligence, 

 

- Areas to still grow 

in. 

 

1 I regularly refer to your “earth-suit”, this is what the Bible refers to as your “flesh”, it is your body and brain 
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These are just some of these needs, what is important to note is that you 

are a complex creation.  

 

Why should we show your needs at 3 different layers  

 

In answering this we must refer to the table above. (The block where 

“Survival” (heading on the left of the table above) and “Outer Layer 

Physical” (heading on the top of the table above) meet is the minimum 

requirement for existence). A balloon can be popped easily because it has 

a thin outer layer. So too your physical layer can easily be penetrated. If 

that person has nothing in any of their emotional and spiritual blocks they 

are just like this balloon, having nothing but hot air within it. They have 

nothing to fall back on when they receive a hard knock. The impact of 

such a hard knock is often extremely serious. 

 

On the other hand you have people who have Solid Spiritual, Emotional, 

and Physical layers who can handle the most horrific of life’s storms very 

easily. This is what we must strive to achieve. 

 

How to grow Spiritually 
 

Now we will look at each one of the Spiritual Needs and at how to address 

each of them. 

You will need to do what the Holy Spirit has laid on your heart to do for 

each of those for which you scored less than 10 out of 10. 

Emotional and Physical issues should be addressed by the relevant 

specialists in their fields but always ensure they align with what you have 

discovered in God’s Word. 
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Spiritual - Survival Needs: 

 
Eternal Salvation, 

You will need to come to the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ 

spelled out in the section titled “Escape from Eternal Death” earlier 

in this book which covers your relationship with Jesus Christ. 

 

Prayer,  

You need to spend time communicating with God. You do not need 

to say fancy words, simply talk to Jesus as though He were right in 

front of you, because in fact that is exactly where He is. (Looking 

into your eyes, every second of the day He cares deeply about you.)  

 

Share everything with Him, your worries and fears, your happiness 

and success, your friends and family members’ situations. Bring all 

these to Him, by telling Him. Tell it from your heart and do not hide 

anything. He sees right into your deepest thoughts and desires, so 

share these with Him, because He wants you to. 

 

Speak to Him and thank Him for what you have asked for. Thank 

Him everyday, even when you see no change in the situation.  

 

Trust Him to the end. He will come through for you. Pray that He 

will show you His Will for your life. 

The most powerful prayer is to pray the Prayer Jesus Taught us 

while reverently understanding each word (Matthew 6:9 - 13) 
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Quite Time with God, 

 

Set aside a time where you do not ask for anything, do not really 

talk to Him about anything. Just ask Him to be present with you to 

sit with you and talk to you through your thoughts.  

 

Any emotions and thoughts which suggest you do evil indicate the 

presence of evil. Tell the evil one that you are covered by the Blood 

of Jesus and that they have no right to interfere when you are busy 

with Jesus. Tell them that in the Name of Jesus they have to leave 

you, and they will (James 4:7) 

 

The presence of God is characterised by pure peace. Confirm 

whatever you hear from God through discussions with others and by 

finding supporting, in-context, verses in the Bible (God’s Word) 

before acting on it.  

 

Often we try to get God to approve of our desired way of having our 

prayers answered, Do not do this. God has an even better plan for 

you than you can imagine. Do not limit Him by praying for how He 

should solve your problem. Let Him surprise you, because He loves 

to do that. 

 

Indwelling of the Holy Spirit,  

 

Jesus made it clear to the disciples that they had to wait in 

Jerusalem for the gift of The Holy Spirit that would give them 

power, (Acts 1:8) encouragement, be there teacher, comforter and 

guide. (John 14:26) 
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Trying to operate behind ‘enemy lines’ satan’s kingdom, this earth, 

without The Holy Spirit living within you, will lock you into religion 

and will not free you to enjoy Jesus in this life.  

 

If you do not feel fulfilled, then you have either never asked The 

Holy Spirit into your life or you have offended Him so much He has 

left you. You will still go to Heaven if you accepted the Free Gift of 

Jesus Christ as this can only be lost if you openly declare that you 

do not serve Jesus Christ. But the Holy Spirit will leave your 

presence when He sees you are not listening anymore.  

 

But even if you ask Him back a million times He will always return, 

because He loves you and wants to help you, provided you want to 

listen to His words and change.  

 

Naturally, anything he asks you to do will never contradict anything 

in the Bible because the Bible is the Word of God. This is why you 

must get to know the Bible well. It is a sure-Fire differentiator 

between satan’s trying to mislead you and God’s trying to help you 

through His Holy Spirit. 

 

Forgiving all others 

  

This issue has been so fought by satan. he has hidden it, even from 

members of the Church  

 

There is only one offence according to the Bible that Jesus promises 

his children will be punished through torture and torment on this 

Earth. It is so evil in God’s sight that it carries with it the highest 

penalty second only to spiritual death.  
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You will be tormented until you forgive others (Matthew 18:21-35), 

(Matthew 18:34 & 35), (Matthew 6:14-15). satan wants to torment 

you and because of this he does not want you to discover you can 

‘legally’ get out of his hands and live a beautiful life free from this 

torment. 

 

Forgiving others is not easy to do, especially when forgiving means 

giving up the right to revenge, and even to the point of forgetting 

that it happened.  

 

Jesus Christ is the only judge, not you. He may have died for that 

particular situation for which you hold someone else responsible. 

You no longer have any right to it. Jesus goes so far as to say that if 

you do not forgive others, then not only will you be tormented on 

earth, but God will also not forgive you after your death.  

 

This means that a condition of Jesus’ forgiveness to you is that you 

must forgive everyone who has wronged you. 

 

Now I know, and you know, that there are situations that you got 

mad about and then buried in the back of your mind. You cannot 

remember them, but The Holy Spirit searches the innermost parts 

of you (1 Corinthians 2:10) and can see each and everyone. If you 

ask Him, He will show you each one, and He will help you to forgive 

them from your heart.  

 

When I did this 6 years ago, I did not think there were more than 

10 or so people that I needed to forgive. Well about 3 hours later, a 

lot of tears, much wrestling with myself, often not wanting to 
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forgive people for what they had done to me, my friends, loved 

ones, etc… (since then I do not let a day go by where I do not clean 

up the forgiveness problems of the day – in fact I Forgive as I or 

those I love am wronged – people do not understand it, but then 

again, that is not surprising – They do not understand God, how can 

they understand forgiving). 

 

The revelation brought me to a crossroads.  

 

If I wanted Jesus to forgive me when I did not deserve it from Him, 

I needed to forgive these people, from my heart, giving up the right 

to dislike them. I had to then approach them, and lovingly tell them 

what they had done that had hurt me and then to forgive them 

openly. (Some of them did not even know that they had even hurt 

me, but were thankful that our relationship was restored afterwards. 

satan wasn’t.)  

 

I do not promise you freedom from sickness, pain, psychological, 

physical and every other problem on this planet that is caused by 

the tormentor, the devil, God does!!! (Provided you forgive 

everyone, everything that you are hurting about. Even those you 

have forgotten hurt you.) 

 

He will place a ‘hedge’ (protective barrier) around you and protect 

you (job 1: 10) “Hast not thou made an hedge about him, and 

about his house, and about all that he hath on every side? …”. But if 

you have unforgiveness, which becomes bitterness, which becomes 

hatred, which can spill over into actions then satan the tormenter 

has the Biblical right to hurt and torment you until you forgive 

everyone else.  
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Of course being the sneak, and a whole bunch of words I would like 

to use but wont, he has hidden this truth from you – until now …  

 

DO IT!!!  

 

FORGIVE THEM!!!  

 

ALL OF THEM!!! 

 

The way Jesus has forgiven you! 

 

Do not delay forgiving others for any reason; your sanity depends 

on this, as does your peace, prosperity and well-being. 

(Refer to the play on Salvation at the end of this book which helps 

with more specific directions on how to forgive everyone.) 

I warn you, no, in fact God warns you (John 10:10), satan will steal 

this from your memory as fast as he can so that he can continue to 

have the right to cause you pain. 

 

Spiritual – Basic Needs:  
 

Encouragement,   

Your Spiritual Self Image is what satan wants to destroy. Someone 

whose self-image is completely destroyed will end up useless to the 

cause of Jesus Christ. They will believe they can achieve nothing, 

and even if they could do something “no one would want them to”. 

This is a lie straight from Hell.  

 

Paul (a great Christian in the Bible) said that he could do all things 
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through Christ who strengthens him (Philippians 4:11-13). Christ 

will do the work He wants to through anyone who allows Him to. If 

you do not think you are worth anything you will make sure that 

Jesus cannot use you, because you have allowed satan to convince 

you of this.  

 

Well I am afraid there is only one way out of this dilemma. 

Someone has to give you a good slap on the behind and tell you to 

stop grovelling in the mud. Pull your head out of the sand and put it 

in God’s Word.  

 

But alas, you are in control of your own thinking and if you do not 

want to change and want to stay hurting and sad, defeated and 

broken, there is nothing anyone, even Jesus, can do for you. You 

have to want to have a better life. 

 

I said YOU HAVE TO WANT A BETTER LIFE!!!! 

 

If deep down inside you, you do want a better life then listen 

carefully and do what I am telling you to do. Because, if you do, 

your life will get better. 

 

You have to let Jesus take control of your life. You have to find 

someone, at your church, or in your Bible Study group, or a 

Christian friend at work (who is trustworthy and does not gossip 

about anyone at all, i.e. a Real Christian) that you can share your 

life with.  

 

I know that this requires you to make yourself vulnerable and open 

to be hurt, but this is the only way to do it. You do this as follows: 
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1. Spend time praying to God to show you who He has singled out 

to be your ‘encourager’.  

 

2. The Holy Spirit is your ultimate encouragement but having 

human encouragement is also very important.  

 

3. Family members, both blood relatives and spiritual relatives, 

should always encourage one another.  

 

4. A Spiritual ‘Encourager’ is one who has a good understanding of 

the Bible, is sensitive towards people’s feelings even when they 

have to say something the other does not want to hear. An 

‘encourager’ is also a person who you feel good being with.  

 

5. Such an ‘Encourager’ always has things to say that leave you 

feeling that you are beautiful and precious to Jesus and that they 

like you even though you have faults. ‘Encourager’s are humble 

and are painfully aware of their own faults too. 

  

6. Ideally an encourager is the same sex as you are, because cross-

sex relationships create far more options that satan can misuse 

and abuse. Another reason for same-sex partners as 

encouragers is that men understand men better and woman 

understand woman better, as do girls understand girls better and 

boys understand boys better. 

 

7. You need to establish if the person is a gossip first. This is easy, 

because if you hear them talking about anyone at all in a 

negative or judgemental way, they are a gossip. Have nothing to 
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do with them.  

 

8. Ask the person what ministry gifts they have from God. If they 

do not yet know, then they are unlikely to be the ones God has 

singled out for you. You can test this though by giving them a 

simple issue you are facing and see if they respond in an 

encouraging way (even if their answer is not what you wanted to 

hear). If they do encourage you, they may not realise that they 

have this gift, but proceed cautiously. 

 

9. When you find someone with a gift of encouraging others, ask 

them if you can share your life story with them, because you 

know that you need encouragement.  

 

10.Some may feel that they are over-extended. Do not hold this 

against them, and do not feel that you are being rejected (which 

is exactly what satan wants you to believe, because then he will 

have you back where he wants you.) Simply ask them if they can 

help you find someone who will be able to help you. Keep going 

along these lines until you find the one Jesus has singled out for 

you.  

 

11.It is very important for you to learn to ask the questions. 

Especially when you think you should not ask any questions. 

(Not wanting to ask, because you might feel stupid, is a lie from 

the Devil, and will cause you a lot of pain if you do not ask.) 

 

12.Understand that satan only tries to stop you from getting what 

God wants you to have, so that you can blame God for not giving 

it to you, when God tried to get you to ask the questions but you 
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chose to listen to satan and not to ask. The only stupid question 

is the one not asked. 

 

13.Share your problems with your encourager, and especially the 

desires that you have for things you want to do for God. 

 

14.Allow them to speak to your heart and accept that which they 

say as being from the Lord. Do not be blind though - make sure 

that what anyone says is an instruction from the Bible is in fact 

in the Bible. You are responsible for yourself, and therefore you 

need to check these things.  

 

15.Be careful not to put your encourager on a pedestal, do not 

make of them any more than what they are – a brother/sister 

who loves you and helps you. Sure you can encourage them in 

return, but do not allow them to be seen by yourself as some 

great person. You may be guilty of giving the praise that is due 

to God who is working through them to the person, instead of to 

God who is using them. Many great Christians have suffered 

huge embarrassment because others praised them instead of 

God.  

 

16.On this note, please do not see me any more than what I am. A 

Christian brother whom God for some unbelievable reason has 

chosen to use for this task. I am not worthy of it and I am 

definitely not capable of such great work. I give Him all the glory 

and honour for this work and pray that you thank Him for it and 

leave me out of the picture. I do not want to incur the wrath of 

God for stealing His praise (the purpose behind which he created 

the entire universe). Our God is a jealous God, so please, please, 
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leave me out of it.  

 

17.Praise Him who has made all things and has given us the 

capacity to think and commune with Him. 

 

18.Spend time regularly with the person who encourages you in 

your spiritual growth. Make sure you let them know how much 

they mean to you in their guidance and support. But again, do 

not praise them: - encourage them. (The difference between 

praise and encouragement is this: You Praise someone because 

of what they have done for example “God the message I have 

received is so useful and helpful, thank you for this message and 

your encouragement”, you encourage the one who was used by 

God by saying “Thank you for being such a useful and obedient 

servant of God that you should pass on His message to me.” Do 

you see the difference? 

 

19.If you find that your encourager is breaking you down (simply 

criticising without giving any direction on how to go about 

growing and getting better) then break contact with them in a 

kind and understanding way and do not discuss your issues with 

them any longer.  

 

20.Find someone else by following these points again.  

 

Now here I have a very serious warning for you.  

 

satan will try to make you feel that the whole world is against you.  

 

He will try to get you to read into what someone says instead of just

listening to the exact words they are saying. If you have any doubts 

about what someone means, do not let satan stop you from asking 

them what they mean. He is the master of causing 

misunderstanding and he does not want you to find out what was 

really meant by those who speak to you in love, he wants you to 

believe the thoughts he placed in your head.  

 

Rather ask what someone means if you get a feeling that someone 

was being unkind. You will very often find that the thought you got 

in your head is not what the other person meant. Do not be trapped 

by satan because you kept your mouth closed. 

 

Prayer Partners,  

 

For some reason, God has chosen prayer, as the means by which 

His Children (Christians) have their needs met.  

 

Non-Christians go out and fight their way through life getting what 

they want. Sometimes it is handed to them on a plate; sometimes 

they never seem to get anywhere.  

 

One thing is certain it is more difficult for a Christian to get any 

problem solved than for a non-Christian. The reason is simple. We 

are on enemy soil, and the enemy is aware of us as well as what we 

need and those desires we have expressed (satan and his demons 

cannot read our minds).  

 

It is important to realise that your prayers mobilise God’s army of 

angels to deliver your needs. 
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Some people have often wandered why it is that God seems not to 

simply provide everything without us having to pray for it. The 

reason I see for this is that God created the entire universe so that 

he could be praised.  

 

Praise is the one thing God cannot give himself. Praise comes from 

external sources. The angels have good reason to Praise Him. They 

have seen His Might and Power, His Glory and Majesty. We who 

have not seen these things are the only ones who can give God True 

Praise, which is based on having Faith in that which we cannot see 

until God provides it into reality for us.  

 

Well that still does not answer why God wishes us to pray before we 

receive.  

 

This answer is also simple. God wants you to know, beyond a 

shadow of a doubt that it was He, who provided what you needed. 

So He waits for you to ask, so that when you receive what you 

asked for, you will know it was God who has provided the answer to 

your prayers. 

 

I am sorry to say that it is to our utmost shame that even some 

Christians still refer to ‘luck’ or ‘coincidence’ as being the cause of 

their receiving what they needed. They forget that they had asked 

God for this very thing and then give the Praise, the one thing God 

created us for, to everyone and everything else but God. satan 

laughs with delight when we serve his purposes like this. 

 

Nevertheless, even though we hurt God so much, and succeed in 

assisting satan in stealing God’s Praise, God remains faithful and 
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continues to meet our needs.  

 

I think we need to stop being concerned about what others think of 

the phrase “Praise God, do you know what he did for me? …” and 

start thinking about the one who Loves us so much.  

 

I hope you feel as ashamed as I do right now by these words. I am 

really going to have to do some work in this area. 

 

So then why are Prayer Partners so important? God says through 

Jesus, that, “Wherever two or more of you agree on anything in My 

Name, it will be done for you by My Father in Heaven.”  (Matthew 

18:18-20) 

 

Why two or more? Two reasons really. The first is that there are 

witnesses to remind you that this was God’s answer to prayer and 

not just pure ‘luck’. The second is that it would be difficult to ask for 

something not allowed in the Bible or according to His will, if you 

are together with someone else who loves you and loves God. 

 

I must also say something about the word ‘agree’ in this text. Too 

many people pray together and say ‘Amen’ at the end of their 

prayer, agreeing that what was prayed for will be done, when in 

actual fact both people had a different picture in their head of what 

was being agreed upon. Which picture is God supposed to provide?  

 

It is important that you discuss what you will be praying for and the 

exact outcome you are seeking. As you discuss the details of the 

outcome you seek, the Holy Spirit will confirm within you, whether 

or not He will be doing this or not. You will know this by your 
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confidence in the result you are speaking about.  

 

For example I might pray,  

“Father, please could you help me to get a car, (I have confidence),  

that can go 250 Kms per hour, (No confidence),  

that has an air conditioner, (I have confidence),  

and black leather seats (little confidence),  

and that has low Kms, (I have confidence),  

and it should be a metallic colour, (I have confidence).  

 

I should then revisit this picture and pull out the areas in which the 

Holy Spirit has indicated a problem (The parts where he did not 

make me feel confident)  

 

WARNING!! THE ABOVE ONLY WORKS IF: you open your discussions 

by (all prayer partners) asking that The Holy Spirit guide you in 

your prayer before you begin discussing what you will agree on. If 

you do not do this satan will destroy tour prayers with doubt and 

unbelief. 

 

Now the prayer reads:  

“Father, please could you help me to get a car,  

that has an air conditioner  

and is a metallic colour.”  

 

Now I am in agreement with God’s will. (Matthew 21:21-22) Jesus 

also said if you ask according to His will you will receive what you 

ask for. (John 15: 7-17) 

 

Now sometimes our desires are such that we are confident in all of 
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these but our prayer partner is not. They should be honest enough 

to tell us the parts where they do not feel confident (The 

confirmation of the Holy Spirit). 

 

Most critical of all; if you do not conclude your prayer with “In the 

Name of Jesus Christ, Amen” then you have simply worded a wish. 

It is the “power and authority of Jesus Christ” which the Father acts 

on, not yours. The word “Amen” simply means “It is done”, or “it is 

now real” or “it is now created”.  

 

Do not just say “Amen”. Say it and mean it. Saying “Amen” means 

that the request you made in prayer is already reality, therefore you 

must believe it until you see it and not believe it only when you see 

it. Seeing is not believing. Believing will bring it into reality for you 

to see it. 

  

Prayer partners are there to pray in the hard times, rejoice when 

God answers our prayers and to encourage when we get 

despondent.  

 

Ensure that you share your answers to prayer with your prayer 

partners.  

 

A good idea is to make a logbook of all your prayers (Remember to 

give details) and date them. Read the log book from time to time 

and you will see how God answers these prayers (He does not 

answer them in order mind you, and seldom the way you expected 

Him to, but He answers them.)  

 

A Prayer Log book is a powerful source of encouragement when the 
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dark clouds gather and you seem to be in trouble. 

 

Take the trouble to do make this logbook and give God the Praise 

and the Glory for each answered prayer. 

 
 

Group Bible Study,  

 

I would like to point out a very important point with regards to Bible 

Study Groups. The purpose is not for one person to try to open the 

scriptures to others. No. The purpose is for each person to hear 

what God is saying to them through the Holy Spirit for He is the 

only One who can reveal the scriptures (John 14:26). 

 

Have you ever wondered why it is that non-Christians cannot 

understand the Bible? It is because they do not have the Holy Spirit 

revealing the things of Heaven, locked up in the Word of God to 

them. 

 

Again, have you ever wondered why, every time you read the same 

scriptures in the Bible, you find a different meaning to the one you 

received the previous time? This is because the Holy Spirit reveals 

to you, the message you need for the time and situation you are in 

now.  

 

You see the Bible is a Living Book to those who have the Holy Spirit, 

who reveals God and His will for our lives. For others, and this 

includes those Christians who have not asked the Holy Spirit to take 

over their lives, it is simply a Historical Record, with lots of good 

ideas and morals in it. 
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So then the first thing we need to recognise is that it is highly 

unlikely that we will all get the same revelation from the Holy Spirit 

in the same passage of scripture. So trying to be the Teacher is 

pointless.  

 

The format of a Bible Study should be as follows: 

 

Prayer: 

That the Holy Spirit would teach each one of us what we need 

to know and that satan may not interfere with our thinking, 

nor with our communication with God and one another. 

 

 Scripture Reading:  

A few versus at a time (rotate the readers if you like) and 

then tell each other what you understood by these scriptures 

and what God was saying to each one of you individually. This 

can continue for as long as you choose. 

 

Studying of themes and books: 

There is not a problem with studying themes and books, 

provided that every scripture reference referred to is dealt 

with as above. Consider the theme topic or book as if it were 

one of the points of view, (as if an extra person were 

present). If a person in the group has created the theme, that 

is fine, but ensure that the Holy Spirit is in charge and not 

this person.  

 

It is of extreme importance that Bible Study Themes and 

Books being discussed should be considered as incorrect.  
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The purpose of the Bible Study would then be to ascertain 

how accurate the writer in fact is. This is done by reading the 

Scripture verses provided and then using a Bible Concordance 

or Computer Bible Program to find other verses in the Bible to 

prove the points made in the theme or book as either true, 

partly true or false.  

 

Remember that Bible Study is centered around the fact that 

the Bible is 100% accurate and any book or theme or 

statement, if it contradicts the Bible scriptures is then 

incorrect. 

 

Bible Study is not about people and how well they do or do 

not know the scriptures. It is about allowing God to open His 

scriptures to you as individuals, and as a Group, and to give 

all an opportunity to be used to build up the others. 

 

Written Notes: 

The Bible tells us that satan comes to Kill, Steal and Destroy 

(John 10:10). He will do whatever he can to ensure that you 

cannot keep what you learn at Bible Study. He will steal it 

from your mind, by helping you to forget it.  

 

The easiest way for him to do this is to get you not to write it 

down, so that you can look at it again later.  

 

If you write it down satan will try to get you to write it on a 

piece of paper where it can get lost easily. Or he will get you 

to stuff it in a drawer somewhere, never to be found again.  
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You will find that if you have a Bible Study book (preferably 

A4) into which you can both write your notes and stick in 

pages, you will always have something of value to go back to. 

You should date every thing clearly, so that you know when 

you received each of the messages from God. Another useful 

addition is to write down who was present at each Bible 

Study.  

 

Make a few key notes and stick these on the inside of a 

cupboard door you open often to remind you. 

 

It is essential that next to each note that you make, that you 

also include the scripture reference(s) that you were reading 

when you got this message. 

 

(The back of this book is a useful place to keep your Prayer 

Log because you can use this for closing prayer at the Bible 

Study and you can share with those at the Bible Study, the 

answers you have received to these prayers.)  

 

Some people choose to make notes in the columns of their 

Bible. In my view there is nothing wrong with this. The 

problem I have encountered is that there is usually not 

enough space to write down a clear message, which I can 

understand when I come back to it. 

 

Some people like to write dates next to the verses in the 

Bible that have particular significance to a situation or person 

they are praying for. Again there is no problem with this.  
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Remember to go back through this book from time to time, 

especially when you are experiencing tough times in the 

spiritual, emotional and or physical areas of your life. (but 

again I stress that this book is not a living book, it only points 

to the living book. So re-read this book from time to time but 

read the living book – the Bible – every day.) 

 

 Closing Prayer: 

Thank God for his Holy Spirit and the insight you have 

received. Ask Him to help you apply what you have learnt in 

your life. 

 

Pray for those who need prayer. 

 

 Have some social time afterwards: 

Spend some time just talking to each other and encouraging 

one another before leaving the Bible Study. If you can afford 

it, let each person take a turn at providing something to eat 

and someone else can provide something to drink for those 

present. 

 

Make sure you have everyone’s contact details so that you 

can keep in touch in case someone for some reason 

experiences trauma or travel problems. The rest of you will 

be able to stand by them. And support them. 

 

Bible Study should be informal and is best done in people’s 

houses. Allow the children to be a part of your Bible Study if 

they are old enough to understand.  
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You will never know what spiritual age your children are at. 

They might even be more spiritually mature than you are.  

 

Children might however choose to have their own Bible Study 

while the adults are busy with theirs in the next room. 

 

Young Children can be taken care of together, by a different 

member of the Bible Study each week, so allowing ever 

family to always attend, and giving every person a chance to 

participate most of the time. 

 

The most important thing about Bible Study is to enjoy 

finding out the exciting life Jesus has called us to, and to be 

in His presence together. 

 

Enjoy 

 

Problems for spiritual exercise,  

 

No one wants to hear that they need problems in their lives; in fact, 

this world teaches that we should strive to have no problems. So we 

run around, chasing our tails, working our guts out, trying to make 

ends meet, when we have the wrong thinking in our head.  

 

You need problems to grow.  

 

I mean, you really need problems in your life. 

 

Did you decide I had finally lost it? 
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Well consider this question first.  

 

God, who knew the future, before creation, also knew the problems 

you have had to face, are facing and still will face and yet still 

created. Why would a loving God do such a thing, as place you in a 

position, where you would endure physical, mental and emotional 

problems? 

 

Well the answer is only obvious when you stop looking at your 

problems from a physical perspective.  

 

Once again, as is so often the case, those who do not have the Holy 

Spirit within them cannot see this truth. I will attempt to explain it. 

 

A baby in its mother’s womb decides that it is now too cramped, or 

something else has become a problem and it then fights its way out 

of the mother’s womb into this life. It fights to take its first breath. 

It then has a whole life of fighting to move out of places where it is 

uncomfortable.  

 

Looking at this we see a pattern. A situation arises which makes us 

uncomfortable. We try to ignore it and it gets worse. We try to run 

away from it and it gets worse. We get frustrated and angry that 

this situation does not want to just go away, or at least if we run 

away from it, that it just won’t stop following us. And finally we 

accept that the problem will not go away and then finally...we do 

something about it. 

 

But now…. 
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This problem, that was originally a little problem, has, by our own 

actions of allowing it to grow, become a huge problem, and solving 

this huge problem requires a lot of fighting, energy and often time 

and sometimes money too. 

 

What should we have done? Well I suppose it is now easy to see. 

Simply tackle the small problem the minute it surfaces and then it is 

dealt with, quickly and easily. 

 

This is the first lesson God wants you to learn:  

 Do not run away from your problems. Jesus said we should 

be brave because he has already overcome the world (John 16:33) 

 

Sure He will help you out of the big problems, if you are in them 

now, but it will take a lot more effort on your part to stick with it. 

 

The second lesson you have to learn is that God has already 

provided the means to conquer every problem in your life.  

 

What??? 

 

Yes He has.  

 

It is not a simple formula though.  

 

It is the guidance of the Holy Spirit, who will lead you into all 

Wisdom and all Knowledge (Ephesians 1:17) concerning all things 

(including how to tackle your problems). 
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God also has His own time frame for when the problem will be 

conquered.  

 

Now this I know you did not want to hear.  

 

Well I cannot help it. I did not say it. God did.  You see you have 

things in your life, that God needs you to get rid of. God looks at all 

of us and sees how all of us have impure thoughts, words, actions, 

etc… 

 

We are all susceptible to certain temptations. Each of us has our 

own weaknesses. God wants us to get rid of these, but will not 

interfere in our free will. He will however send problem after 

problem that causes you to have to fight in an area where you are 

weak. By fighting, you become strong in that area and eventually, 

you through your own free will, decide that you are going to 

conquer this weakness, because now you have finally had enough 

trouble from it. 

 

I have yet to find a mother who does not leave her child on the 

ground so that it can fight and fight to crawl and then fight and fight 

to walk, all the while indirectly helping the child to develop strong 

muscles and balance. The mother is not negligent, or uncaring. She 

knows that she cannot do this for the child. It is not her body.  

 

That child cries, screams, calls out to be picked up, and the mother 

does give the child attention and occasionally does pick up the child 

for a while, just long enough to comfort and encourage it. But the 

child will go down again, back on the floor to do some more 

fighting, until one day, that child can crawl and later, can walk.  
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We do not consider that mother a horrible person, although, if the 

child could talk, he/she would probably have a whole bunch of nasty 

things to say to their mother in the heat of their frustration.  

 

How can we then be mad at God for doing exactly the same thing 

with us?  

 

(Malachi 3:3) explains how God sits as a silver smith refining His 

people.  

 

If you have not heard how silver refining is done, let me tell you.  

The silver smith (God) will hold the piece of silver (you) in the 

hottest part of the fire (your troubles) until the silver (you) really 

heats up (you get uncomfortable). When the silver (you) gets very 

hot (unhappy) the impurities within the silver, come to the surface 

and burn off. (When you are under pressure, the worst of you will 

come out and you will see yourself as God sees you. You will not 

like it and you will allow that which you do not like to be changed 

within you.)  

 

The bad news is that this is going to happen time and again until 

you shine like silver.  

 

When the Silversmith can see his image in the silver, then his 

refining is complete. God knows you have been refined, when He 

can see His image (Jesus Christ) in you, at all times. 

 

You need problems to be what God needs you to be for another 

reason too. 
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One of the first things God will deal with in your life is “Have 

Patience”. The problem with this is that the only way you are going 

to have patience is knowing that this problem is temporary, and is 

there to grow you. You gain patience when you give up having fear, 

and start trusting God no matter what.  

 

Patience is hard to grow because we want it to happen quickly. We 

are impatient to get it.  

 

I can give you this promise: - God may not appear to be there when 

you think you can go on no longer. But you will know he is there 

just before you really cannot go on any longer.  

 

Because between these two times (when you think you cannot, and 

when God knows you cannot) is the only time you grow. He is never 

too late and He will never let you suffer more than you can endure 

(1 Corinthians 10:13) 

 

What I am telling you is most likely not what you want to hear, but 

it is the truth. James writes in (James 1:2 – 4) consider yourselves 

fortunate when all kinds of trials come your way, for once you have 

conquered them you will be stronger.  

 

A child is excited at facing an obstacle course, or tackling some 

challenge. You need to have the same attitude to the problems in 

your life. Change your thinking. A child learning to swim is a little 

concerned when the teacher no longer holds them, but they know 

the arms are not far away. They also know that the teacher loves 

them and will not let them drown, even when their arms and legs 
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get tired and they do not want to do it any more. The teacher has to 

force the child to go through the fear to realise that actually there 

was never any reason to fear in the first place. 

 

This is the key to a successful life then:  

 Your success, lies on the other side of your fears.  

 

In other words, satan uses the emotion of fear and the 

bombardment of a million “what if this happens?” or “what if that 

does not happen?” types of worries to get you to give up getting 

that which God has provided for you.  

 

satan stands between you and God’s provision. You need to get mad 

at him.  

 

You need to get frustrated with the one stealing all that God has 

given you.  

 

Then in prayer you need to march right through the fear.  

 

Use your endurance.  

 

Use your patience.  

 

And take what God has put there for you.  

 

Once you get this right in one area of your life, God will put you 

back in the fire to deal with the next area that contradicts His 

image.  
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It is not about being a goody-goody. Make no mistake; this is about 

getting you to be able to easily integrate into Heavenly life after 

your Earthly death, and also to help others to reach God before they 

die physically. 

 

Paul writes (Philippians 4:11-13) I have learnt to be content in all  

things  

 

Why be worried, anxious and fearful. Why want more money, land, 

and things than others. Only satan wants you to feel this way.  

 

God says He has given you all that you need for today.  

 

Tomorrow belongs to Him. He has a plan for tomorrow. Trust Him 

and be content with what you now have.  

 

To worry now is to waste this one and only second you have now.  

 

Trust Him who considers you so precious that He gave His life to 

save you. Trust Him!!!!  

Understanding God’s Will for you. 

   

Another thing you will most likely not want to hear is that God’s Will 

for you is not your will for yourself.  

 

This is of course why, when you marry Jesus, you give up your right 

to having things your way. You have to give up your will, your 

dreams, and your desires and take on His will for you, His dreams 

for you and His desires for you. 
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God has made you for a particular purpose. Think of yourself as a 

tool (a spoon/a size 17 spanner)  

 

Now in this analogy, God the (Baker/Mechanic) will not use you all 

the time. There is a time when you will be used, and a time when 

you will sit in the place God has created for you. We very often want 

to be used all the time. Many people pray, “Lord please give me a 

ministry”, when we should be saying “Lord show me what I am and 

how you want to use me.”  

 

We need to understand that God will use us at the right time. His 

time often does not correspond with our time. For example, I know 

I need to write this book now, but I have to sacrifice other things to 

do it. Why could the Lord not have waited until I had a quiet time, 

on Holiday, or something like that? Well God in His infinite Wisdom, 

did not want me to sacrifice my Family time on Holiday, because He 

knows how much my Family needs me to be focused on them when 

I am on Holiday. No, He knows the best time and He also knows the 

best way.  

 

I cannot tell you how many times in my past I used to try doing 

things for God. No matter how hard I tried and no matter how much 

time and sometimes money I spent, it never worked out right. 

Someone somewhere along the line got hurt and it was usually my 

family. Those closest to me.  

 

I have since learned to be patient. To wait for the Sovereign Master 

to use me. 

 

This does not mean that we must just sit back and do nothing. It 
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does mean that we need to identify what kind of tool we are so that 

when a situation arises to which we are suited, we can ask the Holy 

Spirit for direction. 

 

Well here is the BIG Question then.  

How do you know what type of tool you are? 

 

• Firstly you are best suited for situations in which you have 

had personal experience: For example, if you have been 

through a traumatic experience, then this is where God wants 

to use you. Counselling and Caring for others who are 

currently going through the same or similar experiences. 

 

• Secondly you are well suited for situations in which you have 

talents, skills or knowledge. These can be used to uplift 

others, either through training or assisting. 

 

• Thirdly you are well suited for situations for which you have a 

deep desire or a keen interest. 

 

You see God puts the desire within you to be the tool He designed 

you to be. He gives you the desire to be in the place He wants you 

to be.  (Psalm 37:4) 

 

At this point we must define the word “desire”. To desire something 

is not to want something passionately, it is much deeper, much 

stronger and lasts a long time.  

 

To see if you desire something, ask yourself the question: “Would I 

be happy to spend ten years working towards getting this thing that 
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I desire, or am I impatient to get it. Desires are not feelings, desires 

are pictures. You can see a picture in your mind of that which you 

desire.  

 

Desires are from God. Impatience is not. A desire will last, a want 

(passionate or not) will not.  

 

Be careful not to fall into satan’s traps. He has an idea of what God 

intends you to be, because he can see what God is doing in your 

life. He will do all he can to stop you getting it too. 

 

satan has 3 major forms of attack.  

 

1. Stop you from doing what God wants you to do: He does this by 

making your body and mind (not you – you are the spirit) feel, 

tired, sick, depressed, unworthy, stupid, etc… All these are lies, 

but he will try to get you to believe them. He knows that once 

you believe these lies, you will not have the confidence to do 

what God wants you to do. If you are stopped in this way, you 

allow satan to win. satan never wins, unless you give up the 

right to what God has waiting for you on the other side of satan’s 

lies. Do not believe him, keep going until you win. Jesus 

guarantees that you will win if you do not believe the lies. 

 

2. Distract you and lead you in the same sort of direction but 

slightly off course: If you stand 20 feet away from your door 

facing it exactly straight. If you then turn ever so slightly to one 

side or another and then walk straight, you are guaranteed to 

miss the door. All satan has to do is get you to move ever so 

slightly off course. If you stay in tune with the Holy Spirit, you

will know you are stepping out of the Will of God (off course), 

because you will sense the Peace of God disappear. Use this 

peace as your spiritual compass. No peace, you’re not on track 

and satan is winning. Go back to the Lord and pray, until you get 

the peace back. By simply picturing where you think you should 

be going you will either feel at peace or not. If you feel at peace, 

then that is the right direction, if not, do not go that way. 

 

3. If satan cannot stop you or distract you, then he will push you: 

His primary means of pushing you is to place in your mind some 

sort of a deadline. This generates fear of missing the deadline, 

which generates impatience. You start barging into people’s 

hearts and minds where the Holy Spirit is still busy preparing the 

way for your entrance. The person is not ready, or the situation 

is not yet perfectly right and your impatience ruins the chance 

you were about to be given. The net result is people judge you. 

You lose your opportunity and often you chase people away from 

God.  

God’s timing is perfect. Trust Him and wait for Him to give you 

peace in your heart about what you believe He is leading you to 

do. A knot in your stomach is a sure sign that satan is trying to 

push you. Just back away, slow down and spend more time in 

prayer.  

 

A child once wanted to bake a cake, so she took all the 

ingredients, and put them in the oven, each ingredient still in its 

packet. Her mother lovingly explained to her that there was a 

special method, or recipe to be followed when baking a cake and 

none of the steps could be left out.  
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It is the same with you.  

 

God will be moulding you all your life. Adding new ingredients, 

mixing up your life, and then putting you into hot and 

uncomfortable situations to make you grow.  

 

The child learnt more than the mother bargained for though. The 

child learnt that if she sat back and waited, her mother would do 

all the preparation and mixing, all she would have to do was 

patiently wait until she had to do her job.  

 

Eat the cake. 

 

Be patient.  

 

Another picture that I can leave with you is this. God exists 

outside of the constraints of time. He may only choose to use 

you for a little part of a 500-year plan, affecting a tiny part of it. 

As with the cake, none of the steps can be left out and your work 

may appear so small and insignificant. But God needs every step 

to be followed and without your tiny piece, the whole plan will be 

in danger of failure. So if you choose not to do your little bit, God 

will simply get someone else to do it. You will then miss the 

blessing God has provided for you. 

 

Do not become arrogant and want only the big jobs. God will 

give you little jobs first. If you make a success of these, He will 

give you bigger ones. Be patient and stay humble. 

 

We cannot begin to imagine the amazing ability our God has to 
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be able to co-ordinate all of creation the way He does.  

 

Be patient.  

 

Develop your skills and talents, patiently strive to achieve your 

desires and be constantly on the lookout for anything you can do 

to love, encourage, care for, assist, train, pray for, counsel etc… 

your Christian brothers and sisters.  

 

These actions are always important to Jesus and the more you 

are the physical manifestation of His heartbeat towards others, 

which includes those without Jesus; the more He will use you. 

 

Finally, do not be upset when it appears God has given you 

nothing to do for Him.  

 

Of course we all want to show God how much we Love Him for 

what He has done for us, but this attitude is like not seeing the 

wood for the trees.  

 

God died to save you, so that he could: (notice the order) firstly 

spend time with you, loving you, communicating with you, 

sharing with you, holding and cuddling and caring for you. The 

second priority (very often our first priority) is giving you things 

to do for Him.  

 

Sure you must do things for God. But He died for you because 

He wants to spend time with you. Do not just do things for God. 

Spend time with Him just enjoying His presence, and loving to 

be with Him. For this is His Will. 
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In (Luke 10:38 -42) Mary and Martha were having Jesus over for 

supper. Mary sat at Jesus’ feet, listening to Him and enjoying His 

Company. Martha on the other hand was running around 

preparing the supper. She came to Jesus and complained. She 

asked if it was fair that Mary should sit and do nothing, while she 

prepared the Master’s supper.  

 

Jesus said an amazing thing to Martha (the hard worker, serving 

Jesus). He said,  

 

Mary has chosen to do the better thing.  

 

Spend time with Jesus and then work later.  

 

Get your priorities right.  

 

(On this subject of priorities, they should be as follows: God first, 

then your spouse, then your children, then your work and your 

ministry are equal and share the same priority. All these should 

be balanced.) 

 

Spiritual – General Needs: 
  

Friends,  

It is important to monitor your relationships with friends. They can 

bring out the best in you or the worst in you.  

 

If you feel that your friends are not bringing out the best in you 

then you need to spend less time with them and more time with 
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friends that bring out the character of Jesus.  

 

By doing this your character will change and you will become 

stronger and able to resist allowing the worst of you to come out 

with friends that do not build you up.  

 

You will come to a point in your relationships with friends who are 

not good for you, where you will either win them over because you 

refuse to compromise or they will ostracise you. If you win them 

over, great, if not, you have planted seeds for God to water.  

 

Keep praying for them and always be prepared to help them legally 

and without compromising your Christian Values. If these values 

would be compromised kindly explain that you will not compromise 

your relationship with Jesus as He is the most important one in your 

life, but if they have any other areas of need you will see if you can 

help them there.  

 

Do not keep providing money to someone who squanders it, rather 

feed him and his family and assist in this way.  

 

You are likely to be rejected. Do not despair though, Jesus has 

experienced this and understands your feelings. The Holy Spirit will 

comfort you through this time.  

 

Keep praying for them and yourself.  

 

If you do not have Christian friends, you will find them at Churches, 

Bible Studies, and Church functions. Get involved, Jesus will provide 

you with the right friends if you ask him to. 
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Desires,  

God says that he gives us the desires of our heart if we seek our 

happiness in Him. (Psalms 37:4).  

 

This statement has two meanings and both are true. He places His 

desires within your heart, and then he provides the fulfilment of the 

desires He first put there. 

 

It is important to note, that you can gauge your spiritual health by 

the strength of your desires to communicate with God on 

everything, your desire to read the Bible, your desire to serve 

others, your pain when you see those suffering, your desire to bring 

people to the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ.  

 

Do not think this last desire is a minor issue either because Jesus 

says clearly that He will reject those who are not on fire for Him and 

His cause (saving people). If you do not care to save others, then 

you do not Love your Neighbour, which is a key requirement in 

obeying God, reinforced by Jesus’ final words before His ascension 

into Heaven.  “They will know you are my disciples by your love for 

one another” (John 13:34-35) 

 

Beware of the evil one who will either try to draw you into cultist, or 

other religions. If he cannot get this right, he will draw you into a 

Church that does not actively draw people into the saving 

knowledge of Jesus Christ. 

 

Understanding the spiritual world,  
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To understand the spiritual world you have to understand that God’s 

main purpose in your life is to give you His Spirit, train up your 

spirit to be able to operate in Heaven once your earthly vessel 

breaks down. And then to bring you into Heaven to be with Him for 

eternity as His child.  

 

This means that He is not really concerned about your physical 

comforts.  

 

He will continue to place you in the fire, to burn you and mould you 

(Malachi 3:3) into the spiritual child He wants you to be.  

 

Your physical problems, he expects you to overcome by the 

application of His Word, His handbook to spiritual growth, the Bible.  

 

He will provide you with the Holy Spirit, to guide you and lead you, 

to teach you and comfort you, and finally to present you to the 

Father as a powerful child ready to do battle in His Army against the 

evil one.  

 

Do not be surprised when all kinds of trials come against you, 

(James 1:2). Your Father will not allow you to be destroyed, but will 

provide a way out (1 Corinthians 10:13).  

 

You need to use your spirit and His Word, together with the 

guidance and strength and confidence in the Holy Spirit. This will 

show you the way out of your problem – then act on it in faith. 

 

Your war (troubles) are not physical in nature as they may appear, 

they are physical manifestations of a spiritual war. So put on the 
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armour of God (Ephesians 6:11) and ensure that you remain 

confident and at peace, despite the storms. You will win and you will 

become stronger.  

 

This is the truth about the world you live in: Everyone knows that it 

is useless to take a pain killer to remove the pain caused by a brain 

tumour. You need to remove the tumour, because that is the cause 

of the pain. In the same way it is useless to sort out the physical 

problem when the cause is a spiritual one.  

 

Deal with the spiritual cause and the physical will take care of itself. 

Again if a fire is burning you fight the source of the flames, not the 

flames themselves. 

 

With respect to those who appear to have great wealth and success 

without knowing Jesus, do not be surprised. satan knows these 

people will eventually turn to God for help if he took them out of 

their prosperity. For as long as they are prosperous they will not 

believe they need God and His salvation.  

 

Because they belong to satan, and he owns this world (Adam 

handed over the Title Deeds to planet Earth, when he and Eve 

bowed to satan and sinned in the Garden of Eden.) satan can 

rightfully do as he pleases with those that do not belong to God and 

God has no legal right to stop him, except to plead with those who 

do not know the Truth because of satan’s lies.  

 

In fact satan has the right to attack God’s children and God will only 

limit satan in the impact that he is allowed to make on their lives 

(Job 1:1 - 2:10).  
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By allowing satan to attack us and limiting the impact of that attack 

God is forcing us, His children to eventually get fed up with satan’s 

abuse and both call down the protection of the Blood of Jesus and to 

take up the spiritual armour that He has provided us with and attack 

him back. To drive him away from us, our situations, and even from 

those who are not yet saved.  

 

We have the full power of the Name of Jesus, who is the Word of 

God. (Note: God spoke the universe into being. That is the power 

you have access to when using The Name of Jesus – If you will only 

believe it, you can use it.) 

 

Being in constant dialogue with Jesus,  

 

I need to address a myth that exists, outside Christian circles and to 

some extent within the Body of Christ too. 

 

The Myth goes like this, “Because God is a spirit - I cannot hear 

Him.” 

 

Well this is completely untrue!! 

 

Very few people get to hear God with their physical ears. From time 

to time God may choose to speak to someone in this way. But if 

God has to talk to you like this it shows how weak you are 

spiritually. 

 

To be honest, I personally believe, based on biblical events where 

God spoke audibly to people, that this was necessary because they 
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did not have the faith to believe what he was saying to them in any 

other way. It was His last resort. 

 

It is not a pointer to how great you are if you heard God audibly, 

but more that you need to start listening to Him the way He 

normally speaks with His children – By His Spirit. 

 

So then how does God speak to you?  

 

He speaks to your Spirit via His Holy Spirit.  

 

Let me explain: If you have accepted Jesus into your life as Lord 

and Saviour, but have not asked His Holy Spirit to live within you 

and teach and guide you, it is unlikely you will get two-way 

communication with God to stay constant.  

 

To ask the Holy Spirit to enter you is simple. Ask Him to enter you 

and teach and Guide you. Just ask him, he is everywhere all the 

time and can do everything all at once. So He is never too busy to 

spend time with you and is never too far away to not be able to 

hear you. He is also deeply interested in you and wants to talk to 

you, if you will just allow him in and listen to Him. 

 

I need to relate my story to assist you in understanding how to 

listen to the Spirit of God. When I was 17, I was a pretty obnoxious 

Bible Bashing Christian. Zealous for the Lord but not doing much 

soul winning for Jesus, simply because I chased most of them away 

from me. If you are one of those I hurt in this time of my life as a 

very immature Christian I am really sorry. Do not judge God by His 

children, and especially not by me. I had a long way to go and still 
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have. 

 

But let’s get back to the subject. One of my brothers in Christ told 

me that he heard God tell him something. I do not remember what 

it was, but I was up in arms explaining to him that he was 

misguided and that God only spoke through His Word. He did not 

argue with me nor was he condescending. He simply challenged me. 

His words were “How do you know God does not talk to you if you 

have not listened to Him.” 

 

Well I had one question. “How can I hear Him? I had been filled with 

the Holy Spirit, which was a prerequisite, but did not know what I 

needed to do. My brother said this to me, and I am suggesting the 

same to you.  

 

“Go into your room or a place where you cannot be distracted. Pray 

to God and ask him to speak to you. Then keep very quiet. Trust 

Him to speak to you. Do not allow yourself to be distracted. (I found 

this very difficult.) Do not empty your mind completely, as this 

would allow anything in (including evil thoughts) which you do not 

want. Focus your mind on Jesus, and think about Him wanting to 

speak to you.”  

 

Well I did this. I waited about 20 minutes before I first heard God 

speak to me. It was a thought that appeared to come from within 

my body. This sounds strange, but in fact that is how it works. 

When God, through the Holy Spirit, talks to you it is accompanied 

by certain emotions. Firstly you will experience complete Peace, and 

an atmosphere of Love and Compassion. And thereafter you will 

hear a thought go through your mind, which you never tried to call 
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to mind. You never tried to think it. It simply pops in. For me what 

God said to me simply floored me.  

 

My brother had explained to me that there would be three types of 

thoughts,  

• those I generate myself,  

• those that the evil one gives me and  

• those that the Holy Spirit gives me.  

To tell the difference between these thoughts is the key.  

 

To tell the difference between the different types of thoughts you 

have to understand the character of God. You have to know Him so 

well that you know what He would and would not say to you. For 

example God would never ask you to go and murder someone, 

because this is contrary to His nature. This type of thought would 

come from satan. These you throw away.  

Then there are the thoughts that come from yourself and are more 

complicated to detect, because usually they are the ones you 

actually want to hear.  

 

By reading the Bible to get confirmation on whether God would say 

this kind of thing and by speaking to your other brothers and sisters 

in Christ, you will find out if this thought is from you or from God.  

 

As you become more in tune with your emotions (not your emotions 

controlling you, but you distancing yourself from and analysing your 

emotions without letting them affect you) you will begin to detect 

more easily when it is that the Holy Spirit is communicating with 

you and when satan is. You will also find out that while you are 

thinking, there is no “gut feeling” associated with the thoughts, they 
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are just thoughts.  

 

It is a hard truth to accept that not all the thoughts you have are 

your own but in fact, unless you are consciously trying to think 

about something, your thoughts are more often than not, not your 

own. I will prove this to you.  

 

For example, anger is an emotion, which comes before the words 

satan will try to speak through you by means of putting a thought in 

your head when you lose control over your tongue). Anger is what 

you feel just before you say things which hurt others and which you 

know to be untrue, or only partly true or which are true but should 

have been said in a sensitive and tactful way. Anger destabilises 

your earth machines computer (your body’s brain) and you (a spirit) 

choose not to grab the controls and force the machine and 

computer back into control.  

 

If you keep watching your emotions, you can quickly identify who is 

about to try to speak through, or to, you. By using your mind, you 

can control whether you let that thought in to your mind or out of 

your mouth.  

Alcohol, Drugs and all other types of mind control substances, as 

well as lack of sleep, over exertion, over excitement are tools that 

satan uses to destabilise your ability to control your tongue At these 

times it is easy for him to use miscommunication and 

misunderstanding to start fights and cause chaos. 

 

The fact is that satan may only use you as a tool to destroy and 

hurt if you allow him to. So be very wary of your thoughts, and 

especially the emotions that precede your thoughts, they are a dead 
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give-away as to who is behind what you are saying.  

 

Now some of you are saying, so I am not responsible for what I say 

and do then.  

 

Wrong!!!!  

 

You are responsible, because you allow your tongue and actions to 

be controlled, when you have the ability (which must be worked at) 

to control yourself. 

 

Now that I have kept you in suspense, and covered an extremely 

important topic, which I suggest you read again and again, I will tell 

you what God’s first words to me were.  

 

“I have waited 17 years to be able to tell you that I Love you.”  

 

I cried a full hour or more and even now it brings tears to my eyes. 

How could I have put so loving a God into a constant state of having 

to listen to my monologue prayers, and just when He wanted to 

respond, cut Him off and go about my business.  

 

I ask you “How long must God wait to get His words of Love to 

you?” 

 

God will never force your free will. If you do not ask Him to talk to 

you, then He will patiently and lovingly listen to you, care for you, 

and love you. But I promise you this. He is bursting to be able to 

express His Love and attention to you in this more intimate way, if 

you will just ask and listen. 
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I have had 24 years of this type of communication with God and I 

feel like I am in Heaven, even now and every time He talks with me.  

I cannot express how my heart breaks when I hear people say that 

God does not speak to them, or seldom speaks to them. I speak to 

Him all day, every day, sometimes aloud, sometimes under my 

breath and sometimes just in thoughts and He always answers me.  

 

The Holy Spirit has this two-way communication on offer to you. 

Jesus said, “I go to the Father that the Holy Spirit might come. And 

when He comes He will teach you …” (John 14:26) 

 

Start now and practice listening to Him and watching your emotions.  

I have a message that Jesus has just asked me to tell you who 

cannot hear him:  

 

”If I could, I would trade My treasures in Heaven to speak with you, 

but it is your free will and I respect and love you so much that I will 

not force you. You are too precious to me. I will never manipulate 

you into doing My will no matter how painful it is for Me to stand by 

and see your hurt, especially when I have the exact message that 

you need.” 

 

Wow!!!!! 

 

A Ministry 

You will find that once you really start to get close to Jesus and the 

Holy Spirit really starts working within you. You will no longer be 

able to contain the Love and Compassion you feel for those who are 

not saved and are running around on this planet chasing their tails 
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with no eternal purpose. You will burn for them.  

 

When this starts happening, you are being called to a ministry 

position. In most cases, it is not a permanent job as a minister.  

 

Those who do not know about God or do not trust God or have been 

blinded by satan for some or other reason seldom go to Church. It is 

most likely that God has placed you in the job you are in and the 

place you are at, not so you can have your own enjoyment and 

satisfaction.  

(remember the marriage vows? You are no longer your own person. 

You are now a Servant and child of the Most High God, and you 

have a job to do on this Earth.)  

 

You are in the place God has put you to love, encourage, show 

kindness to others. To display pure motives and morals and to shine 

the Love Jesus has for you. Especially important is displaying the 

supernatural joy that is constant in your life no matter how bad 

your circumstances get. You will go through really tough times, so 

that those around you can witness this amazing God in action, 

providing Peace where there should be Fear, and Joy when there 

should be despair. You are there as an example of what God can do 

in their lives if they just let Him. So do not be quiet about the 

problems you face, but rather share them along with the way God is 

looking after you.  

 

You are the seed-sower. Your behaviour is the seed that you must 

sow. It is unlikely that you will know the effect that your seeds have 

in someone’s life, but you can be sure of this: you will have to 

accept that you will be considered strange, different and perhaps 
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even worse. Know that you are giving the Holy Spirit something to 

work with in their lives. Your work is critical.  

 

It is also imperative that you water these seeds with prayer. Pray 

for everyone you work with everyday. If you can, start or attend a 

company Bible Study group, before or after work or at lunch time 

(do not steal the time you are paid to work) – do it. This will be the 

start of your ministry.  

 

Start with whatever God has given you and grow it. If you are 

faithful with the little He has given you, then He will multiply it out 

and continue to bless you in this area of your life. 

 

The words “I can’t” must disappear from your vocabulary. You can, 

because Jesus can, and He is inside you.  

 

Do not be rash and dump everything and rush into your hearts 

desire. God often gives us a vision of where we will be years from 

now. Do not expect to get there tomorrow. He is simply showing 

you what direction you should go in. Keep the vision but approach 

everything sensibly in prayer.  

 

If God opens a “door” then go that way. Check first though, go only 

after you have confirmed that this is in fact God’s will. satan will let 

you push open any door you want to, so that He can sidetrack you 

from getting to where God wants you to go. You will know this is 

happening if you feel impatience, for impatience is not of God but of 

satan. Be patient and keep praying and working towards the vision 

he has given you. 
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If you have not received a vision of a ministry, then you already are 

where God wants you and you need to look around you and see 

what kind of a difference you can make for God where you are. 
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Epilogue 

To enlist in the Army of God you need to have accepted Jesus Christ and 

you must be baptised (complete submersion) in the name of the Father, 

the Son and the Spirit. You must forgive everyone who has ever done any 

wrong to you and you must make a conscious decision to never remember 

their sins against you again. (It is easy if you let go and give it to God). 

 

To fight in the Army of God (we do not fight physically with anyone, or 

anything, but spiritually, and in love for all people) you need to apply what 

is in the Word of God. God has highlighted how to apply many things in 

His Word in this book. But this remains just a book and the Bible remains 

the Word of Life handed down through the ages whose words were given 

by God and whose words are guarded by God.  

 

I strongly recommend either the Old King James Bible 1611. The Holy 

Spirit understands His Word and Jesus tells us that it is He who is our only 

Teacher 

 

satan cannot stop us; he and the demonic forces are terrified of us. The 

only tool satan has is to lie. Do not trust the world or your senses when 

they contradict the Bible which is the only real truth in existence in our 

physical world. 

 

Finally I ask, no I plead with you. Do not make of me any more than what 

I am. God chose me to pass on this message to you. There is no difference 

between you and I. You are more likely a better person than I. This may 

be the talent I have been given. But you have talents too. Use them in the 

service of God. And may the Love of God, the Grace of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, and the guidance, strength, comfort, and peace of the Holy Spirit 

be on, in and around you and remain with you through all the battles you 
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must still face in His service. 

 

If I never get to see you this side of Heaven, I look forward to meeting 

you there. Because I love all my brothers and sisters, I am so blessed. I 

have so many. And if you are my brother or sister, guess what? So do 

you, and there are untold billions who have gone to meet our Lord 

already, as well as some who give their lives to Jesus after reading this 

book.

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Self test 

 

The accompanying podcasts (hyperlinked in this handbook) refer to the 

manual calculation method used later in this book, as the Excel Calculator 

only came into being after the start of the section on “How to Measure 

your Earth-Suit”. 

 

Test yourself and see if you are living at Survival, Basic or General Need’s 

level. Test yourself in each of the areas of your life (physical, emotional 

and spiritual) The ideal is that all three should be balanced. If you are 

surviving in one area and General in another then you will be suffering. 

 

The principle of testing yourself and measuring your progress is extremely 

important. To test yourself you need to measure yourself against a 

standard. The Standard is what the Bible says about each of these areas: 

You need to then take this standard and measure yourself according to it. 

 

What is essential for your growth is that you make a commitment to 

repeat this exercise at regular intervals throughout your life. 

 

You need to measure yourself at least once every 6 months to see how 

you are progressing. You will need to keep blank copies of the scoring 

sheets so that you can re-evaluate yourself. 

 

Read the scripture References in your Bible and the measure yourself 

against these standards.  

 

The first Criteria – an example of how to score on your sheet 

 
Each of the 5 spiritual needs should be scored out of 10.  
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1. Pray before reading further:  

 

“Holy Spirit, You have been sent to teach me, guide and counsel 

me. Open my eyes to The Words of God for my life right now. Help 

me to see myself through Your eyes and to honestly judge where I 

am currently. Show me what I need to do to become what You want 

me to be. In the Name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth who bled and 

died to take away my sin and who I have accepted as the sole 

payment for my sin and who is my Lord and Saviour. Amen” 

 

2. Read the Bible references for that one criterion. (Provided below) 

E.g. Survival Eternal Salvation. (See Exercise 1 below). 

 

3. It is important to remember that the self test table provides some 

scripture references but you can grow even further by using a 

Concordance and finding other scriptures to which you can also apply 

the criteria. I do not want to limit God Almighty in His walk with you by 

restricting you to the list in this book. So see this as a training ground 

upon which you will grow even more once the principles taught in this 

book have been entrenched in to your daily living.   

 

4. Read one scripture passage right through. Write on a card, or underline 

in your Bible the verse(s) that speak about this criterion. Read these 

verses a few times over and write down whatever The Holy Spirit puts 

into your mind. Perhaps you are already doing or partly doing what The 

Holy Spirit has put in your mind and He might want you to learn to do 

it in another way. Perhaps you are not doing what The Holy Spirit has 

put in your mind at all. In almost every situation where you must 

change there will be something you will have to stop doing, people you 
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should no longer associate with or a change that must come in the 

work you do or something similar. Write these down on your card or in 

the column in your Bible. 

 

5. Score yourself on this Scripture.  

a. You are given a total of 10 points before you start evaluating a 

part of your life. 

b. If you are not doing, or only partly doing what The Holy Spirit 

has put in your mind score a minus 1 to be taken off the total of 

10 for this criterion. (You will need to apply a bit more effort 

here) 

c. If you are doing what The Holy Spirit has put in your mind or are 

doing it and see an opportunity to do even better then score a 0 

to be taken off this criterion. (Well Done!!!!) 

 

6. Read the next scripture and repeat points 4 & 5 until done. One 

Scripture reference a day is normally sufficient unless the Holy Spirit 

prompts you otherwise. Make this a habit as part of your daily 

schedule. And think about it regularly during the day. 
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Psalms 1:1 – 1:6 (KJV) 
Psa 1:1  Blessed is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the 

ungodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat 
of the scornful.  

Psa 1:2  But his delight is in the law of the LORD; and in his law doth 
he meditate day and night.  

Psa 1:3  And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that 
bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; 
and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.  

Psa 1:4  The ungodly are not so: but are like the chaff which the wind 
driveth away.  

Psa 1:5  Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, nor 
sinners in the congregation of the righteous.  

Psa 1:6  For the LORD knoweth the way of the righteous: but the way 

of the ungodly shall perish.  
   

 

7. The Bible can only be understood when Holy Spirit reveals it to you, 

and He will not reveal anything until you have forgiven everyone of 

everything they have done, and forgiven your self too. Then the Bible 

becomes a supernatural encounter into the true world, that is unseen 

to normal peole. I only trust the Old King James Bible, and I ignore the 

words added by man in the italics.  

(You can download the Old King James Bible for free from here: 

https://multidimensionalthinkers.com/A-Life-is-Worth-LIVING/) This 

Bible is a book for life, so do not expect to just read it and pack it 

away. Read it and re-read it and re-read it. The purpose of the book I 

have written is to provide an understanding of why and how you should 

read the Bible so that you are able to grow correctly and in strength. 

You will then be able to become a reliable soldier in the Army of Jesus 

Christ – “The Church” … Enjoy.  

 

I have provided the scriptures (using e-Sword Technology) for the 

first Spiritual Criteria in this section of the book as both an 

example and because it is the core to your spiritual survival.

How to Score: 

 

1. If you have the Excel Calculator, you can simply capture scores next to 

each scripture, and it will do your calculation for you.  

2. If you are doing this manually, then the next few pages will explain 

how to go about calculating. 

a. Start with a score of 10. for the criterion  

(in this case “Spiritual Survival - Eternal Salvation”) 

b. As you read through the scriptures associated with a particular 

criterion, The Holy Spirit will drop situations into your mind. If 

the Holy Spirit calls to mind one or more situation(s) where you 

did not do one of the things in the scripture you read, subtract 1 

point. (Do not subtract more than 1 point per scripture.) 

c. As you think of these things ask The Father, in the Name of The 

Lord Jesus Christ to forgive you. Write down what you will do 

next time on a sheet of paper and find opportunities to do the 

right thing. 

d. You will probably only come back to that scripture quite some 

time in the future so keep the paper pasted in a book, on a card 

or written next to the scripture in your Bible so that you can see 

what you decided to practice when you read these scriptures 

again. 
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Completing your score card 
 

I pray, and ask you to pray that the Holy Spirit will give you the wisdom 

and the understanding to use the table below – It is quite simple actually. 

 

Let’s assume I scored on spiritual survival as follows: 

Eternal Salvation    10 out of 10 

Prayer          7  out of 10 

Quite Time with God      0  out of 10 

Indwelling of the Holy Spirit,   10  out of 10 

Forgiving all others        9  out of 10 

 

If you add these up: 10+7+0+10+9 = 36 

Total for Spiritual Survival is therefore 36. 

 

We know that each need area is split up into Survival, Basic and General 

needs. Above we have calculated the Survival needs. Let us assume that 

in the same way I scored 22 for the Spiritual (Basic Needs) and 5 for the 

Spiritual (General Needs). 

Referring to the table below we find how to calculate our scorecard. 

Multiply the figures as follows 1 (in the block marked “Survival” as shown 

in the table below), multiplied by 36 (which is the number calculated 

above), times 3 (in the block marked “Spiritual” as shown in the table 

below). 

 

That is 1 x 36 x 3 = 108 points of a possible 150 which is 72%. This 

means that my Spiritual Survival is not where it should be and I am not 

walking as right as I should be. I would therefore have to address those 

areas I marked myself as -1. 

Repeat this process for the Basic and General Spiritual scores

You can now see for yourself how far you are from 100%. 
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What is the purpose of this exercise then? 

 

You need to know how vulnerable you are to satan’s attacks. You need to 

know where your weaknesses are so that you can identify brothers and 

sisters in Christ who can help you strengthen these areas. 

 

This is how satan attacks you: 

 

He causes situations, which you must face in the physical area of your life. 

This will, create within you a fear factor. (Fear, confusion, lies, distrust are 

some of satan’s most powerful traps – We need to stay away / reject these 

out of our lives.) 

 

But to get back to it, this fear attacks your thinking and penetrates your 

being. If you are strong at an emotional level you may rebuff this fear. If 

your emotional level is not strong enough, the fear turns to panic. The 

problem is then perceived as very serious.  

 

The panic will penetrate through your emotional layer and to your spiritual 

layer. If this is not strong enough you will be vulnerable to serious hurt 

and recovery can be a long and difficult process.  

 

Another purpose of this exercise is to identify where you are strong. If you 

are strong spiritually, help those who are week spiritually. If you are 

strong emotionally, help those who are week emotionally, and if you are 

strong physically, help those who are weak physically.

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Now you should have a good idea that in fact you are not as strong as you 

thought you were, or possibly you are in fact stronger than you thought 

you were. In both these cases you will find that satan has been lying to 

you about who and what you actually are. I suggest you throw away the 

old picture of yourself, which he has used to keep you proud or self-

defeated, respectively, and take a look at who you really are. 

 

Real Christians are committed to being part of the Real Body of 

Jesus Christ. 

 

The next step is to identify what you can do about those areas in your life 

where you could not score yourself 10 out of 10, so that you can reach 

100%. Starting with survival (spiritual, emotional and physical) then 

address Basic needs for all three and then general needs for all three. If 

you achieve this then redo this excercise using a concordance/e-sword 

looking for more scriptures to test yourself against. 

 

Reaching 100% does not mean you will no longer be attacked. It simply 

means you will find it easier to stand when satan does attack you. You 

also cannot say that because you did not score well on this self-test that 

you are not a Christian. Giving your Heart to Jesus Christ, asking Him to 

forgive you, forgiving those who sin against you and being Baptised in the 

Name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit is all you require to be a 

Christian. But if you want to walk in the Spirit and be strong in the Lord, 

you need to keep growing in these other areas of your life. 

 

I have provided the actual Scriptures for the Spiritual Survival section but 

the balance you will need to look up in your own Bible.

 “OKJV” refers to the King James Version 1611, or any Bible translated 

before 1940. 

The Old King James Version Bible is the only version I trust as God’s 

Word, for 2 main reasons: 

1. It is based on the original Greek and Hebrew texts drawn from all 

over the world that have been proved to be the originals by way of 

ancient historians quoting the verses, Mathematical precision in the 

Gammetrical values of the writing, the Heptatic structure of the text, 

which not even millions of computers all working at once for 

thousands of years could reproduce. (All of the above is absent from 

the now debunked “oldest texts” found in Alexandria, of which there 

are only 4 copies, and these show signs of having been edited, as 

well as that these 4 contradict one another in over 3000 places. The 

Bible editions from 1940 onwards all work off these corrupted 

Alexandrean Texts.

and none of the words of God spoken by God, or His angels 

before the Arrival of Jesus, and not when Jesus or an angel 

spoke to John in the Book of Revelation. So search the Bible 

for when God spoke. God’s words carry the highest weight. 

ii. If a word is not directly spoken by God, (Father, Jesus or Holy 

Spirit) the font is in black (e.g. “Word”) 

iii. If a word is translated, it appears in normal font (e.g. 

“Word”) 

iv. If a word is added by man (I ignore these), it appears in grey

1Co 12:11  But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to 

every man severally as he will.  

1Co 12:12  For as the body is one, and hath many members, and all the members 

of that one body, being many, are one body: so also is Christ.  

1Co 12:13  For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be 

Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to 

drink into one Spirit.  

1Co 12:14  For the body is not one member, but many.  

1Co 12:15  If the foot shall say, Because I am not the hand, I am not of the body; 

is it therefore not of the body?  

1Co 12:16  And if the ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am not of the 

body; is it therefore not of the body?  

1Co 12:17  If the whole body were an eye, where were the hearing? If the whole 

were hearing, where were the smelling?  

1Co 12:18  But now hath God set the members every one of them in the body, as 

it hath pleased him.  
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1Co 12:19  And if they were all one member, where were the body?  

1Co 12:20  But now are they many members, yet but one body.  

1Co 12:21  And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor 

again the head to the feet, I have no need of you.  

1Co 12:22  Nay, much more those members of the body, which seem to be more 

feeble, are necessary:  

1Co 12:23  And those members of the body, which we think to be less 

honourable, upon these we bestow more abundant honour; and our uncomely 

parts have more abundant comeliness.  

1Co 12:24  For our comely parts have no need: but God hath tempered the body 

together, having given more abundant honour to that part which lacked:  

1Co 12:25  That there should be no schism in the body; but that the members 

should have the same care one for another.  

1Co 12:26  And whether one member suffer, all the members suffer with it; or 

one member be honoured, all the members rejoice with it.  

1Co 12:27  Now ye are the body of Christ, and members in particular.  

1Co 12:28  And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily 

prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, 

governments, diversities of tongues.  

1Co 12:29  Are all apostles? are all prophets? are all teachers? are all workers of 

miracles?  

1Co 12:30  Have all the gifts of healing? do all speak with tongues? do all 

interpret?  

1Co 12:31  But covet earnestly the best gifts: and yet shew I unto you a more 

excellent way.  

1Co 13:1  Though I speak with the tongues of men and of angels, and have not 

charity, I am become as sounding brass, or a tinkling cymbal.  

1Co 13:2  And though I have the gift of prophecy, and understand all mysteries, 

and all knowledge; and though I have all faith, so that I could remove 

mountains, and have not charity, I am nothing.  

1Co 13:3  And though I bestow all my goods to feed the poor, and though I give 

my body to be burned, and have not charity, it profiteth me nothing.  
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1Co 13:4  Charity suffereth long, and is kind; charity envieth not; charity 

vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up,  

1Co 13:5  Doth not behave itself unseemly, seeketh not her own, is not easily 

provoked, thinketh no evil;  

1Co 13:6  Rejoiceth not in iniquity, but rejoiceth in the truth;  

1Co 13:7  Beareth all things, believeth all things, hopeth all things, endureth all 

things.  

1Co 13:8  Charity never faileth: but whether there be prophecies, they shall fail; 

whether there be tongues, they shall cease; whether there be knowledge, it 

shall vanish away.  

1Co 13:9  For we know in part, and we prophesy in part.  

1Co 13:10  But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall 

be done away.  

1Co 13:11  When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I 

thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.  

1Co 13:12  For now we see through a glass, darkly; but then face to face: now I 

know in part; but then shall I know even as also I am known.  

1Co 13:13  And now abideth faith, hope, charity, these three; but the greatest of 

these is charity.

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(1Corinthians 14:13 – 17) OKJV 

1Co 14:13  Wherefore let him that speaketh in an unknown tongue pray 

that he may interpret.  

1Co 14:14  For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my 

understanding is unfruitful.  

1Co 14:15  What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with 

the understanding also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with 

the understanding also.

1Co 14:2  For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto 

men, but unto God: for no man understandeth him; howbeit in the 

spirit he speaketh mysteries.  

1Co 14:3  But he that prophesieth speaketh unto men to edification, and 

exhortation, and comfort.  

1Co 14:4  He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; but he 

that prophesieth edifieth the church.  

1Co 14:5  I would that ye all spake with tongues, but rather that ye 

prophesied: for greater is he that prophesieth than he that speaketh 

with tongues, except he interpret, that the church may receive 

edifying.  
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1Co 14:6  Now, brethren, if I come unto you speaking with tongues, what 

shall I profit you, except I shall speak to you either by revelation, or by 

knowledge, or by prophesying, or by doctrine?  

1Co 14:7  And even things without life giving sound, whether pipe or harp, 

except they give a distinction in the sounds, how shall it be known 

what is piped or harped?  

1Co 14:8  For if the trumpet give an uncertain sound, who shall prepare 

himself to the battle?  

1Co 14:9  So likewise ye, except ye utter by the tongue words easy to be 

understood, how shall it be known what is spoken? for ye shall speak 

into the air.  

1Co 14:10  There are, it may be, so many kinds of voices in the world, 

and none of them is without signification.  

1Co 14:11  Therefore if I know not the meaning of the voice, I shall be 

unto him that speaketh a barbarian, and he that speaketh shall be a 

barbarian unto me.  

1Co 14:12  Even so ye, forasmuch as ye are zealous of spiritual gifts, seek 

that ye may excel to the edifying of the church.  

1Co 14:13  Wherefore let him that speaketh in an unknown tongue pray 

that he may interpret.  

1Co 14:14  For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my 

understanding is unfruitful.  

1Co 14:15  What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with 

the understanding also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with 

the understanding also.  

1Co 14:16  Else when thou shalt bless with the spirit, how shall he that 

occupieth the room of the unlearned say Amen at thy giving of thanks, 

seeing he understandeth not what thou sayest?  

1Co 14:17  For thou verily givest thanks well, but the other is not edified.  

1Co 14:18  I thank my God, I speak with tongues more than ye all:  
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1Co 14:19  Yet in the church I had rather speak five words with my 

understanding, that by my voice I might teach others also, than ten 

thousand words in an unknown tongue.  

1Co 14:20  Brethren, be not children in understanding: howbeit in malice 

be ye children, but in understanding be men.  

1Co 14:21  In the law it is written, With men of other tongues and other 

lips will I speak unto this people; and yet for all that will they not hear 

me, saith the Lord.  

1Co 14:22  Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but 

to them that believe not: but prophesying serveth not for them that 

believe not, but for them which believe.  

1Co 14:23  If therefore the whole church be come together into one place, 

and all speak with tongues, and there come in those that are 

unlearned, or unbelievers, will they not say that ye are mad?  

1Co 14:24  But if all prophesy, and there come in one that believeth not, 

or one unlearned, he is convinced of all, he is judged of all:  

1Co 14:25  And thus are the secrets of his heart made manifest; and so 

falling down on his face he will worship God, and report that God is in 

you of a truth.  

1Co 14:26  How is it then, brethren? when ye come together, every one of 

you hath a psalm, hath a doctrine, hath a tongue, hath a revelation, 

hath an interpretation. Let all things be done unto edifying.  

1Co 14:27  If any man speak in an unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at 

the most by three, and that by course; and let one interpret.  

1Co 14:28  But if there be no interpreter, let him keep silence in the 

church; and let him speak to himself, and to God.  

1Co 14:29  Let the prophets speak two or three, and let the other judge.  

1Co 14:30  If any thing be revealed to another that sitteth by, let the first 

hold his peace.  
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1Co 14:31  For ye may all prophesy one by one, that all may learn, and all 

may be comforted.  

1Co 14:32  And the spirits of the prophets are subject to the prophets.  

1Co 14:33  For God is not the author of confusion, but of peace, as in all 

churches of the saints.  

1Co 14:34  Let your women keep silence in the churches: for it is not 

permitted unto them to speak; but they are commanded to be under 

obedience, as also saith the law.  

1Co 14:35  And if they will learn any thing, let them ask their husbands at 

home: for it is a shame for women to speak in the church.  

1Co 14:36  What? came the word of God out from you? or came it unto 

you only?  

1Co 14:37  If any man think himself to be a prophet, or spiritual, let him 

acknowledge that the things that I write unto you are the 

commandments of the Lord.  

1Co 14:38  But if any man be ignorant, let him be ignorant.  

1Co 14:39  Wherefore, brethren, covet to prophesy, and forbid not to 

speak with tongues.  

1Co 14:40  Let all things be done decently and in order.

1Jn 5:20  And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an 

understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is 

true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life.

1Ki 8:23  And he said, LORD God of Israel, there is no God like thee, in 

heaven above, or on earth beneath, who keepest covenant and mercy 

with thy servants that walk before thee with all their heart:  

1Ki 8:24  Who hast kept with thy servant David my father that thou 

promisedst him: thou spakest also with thy mouth, and hast fulfilled it 

with thine hand, as it is this day.  

1Ki 8:25  Therefore now, LORD God of Israel, keep with thy servant David 

my father that thou promisedst him, saying, There shall not fail thee a 

man in my sight to sit on the throne of Israel; so that thy children take 

heed to their way, that they walk before me as thou hast walked before 

me.  

1Ki 8:26  And now, O God of Israel, let thy word, I pray thee, be verified, 

which thou spakest unto thy servant David my father.  

1Ki 8:27  But will God indeed dwell on the earth? behold, the heaven and 

heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; how much less this house that 

I have builded?  
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1Ki 8:28  Yet have thou respect unto the prayer of thy servant, and to his 

supplication, O LORD my God, to hearken unto the cry and to the 

prayer, which thy servant prayeth before thee to day:  

1Ki 8:29  That thine eyes may be open toward this house night and day, 

even toward the place of which thou hast said, My name shall be there: 

that thou mayest hearken unto the prayer which thy servant shall 

make toward this place.  

1Ki 8:30  And hearken thou to the supplication of thy servant, and of thy 

people Israel, when they shall pray toward this place: and hear thou in 

heaven thy dwelling place: and when thou hearest, forgive.  

1Ki 8:31  If any man trespass against his neighbour, and an oath be laid 

upon him to cause him to swear, and the oath come before thine altar 

in this house:  

1Ki 8:32  Then hear thou in heaven, and do, and judge thy servants, 

condemning the wicked, to bring his way upon his head; and justifying 

the righteous, to give him according to his righteousness.  

1Ki 8:33  When thy people Israel be smitten down before the enemy, 

because they have sinned against thee, and shall turn again to thee, 

and confess thy name, and pray, and make supplication unto thee in 

this house:  

1Ki 8:34  Then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy people 

Israel, and bring them again unto the land which thou gavest unto their 

fathers.  

1Ki 8:35  When heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have 

sinned against thee; if they pray toward this place, and confess thy 

name, and turn from their sin, when thou afflictest them:  

1Ki 8:36  Then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy servants, 

and of thy people Israel, that thou teach them the good way wherein 

they should walk, and give rain upon thy land, which thou hast given to 

thy people for an inheritance.  
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1Ki 8:37  If there be in the land famine, if there be pestilence, blasting, 

mildew, locust, or if there be caterpiller; if their enemy besiege them in 

the land of their cities; whatsoever plague, whatsoever sickness there 

be;  

1Ki 8:38  What prayer and supplication soever be made by any man, or by 

all thy people Israel, which shall know every man the plague of his own 

heart, and spread forth his hands toward this house:  

1Ki 8:39  Then hear thou in heaven thy dwelling place, and forgive, and 

do, and give to every man according to his ways, whose heart thou 

knowest; (for thou, even thou only, knowest the hearts of all the 

children of men;)  

1Ki 8:40  That they may fear thee all the days that they live in the land 

which thou gavest unto our fathers.  

1Ki 8:41  Moreover concerning a stranger, that is not of thy people Israel, 

but cometh out of a far country for thy name's sake;  

1Ki 8:42  (For they shall hear of thy great name, and of thy strong hand, 

and of thy stretched out arm;) when he shall come and pray toward 

this house;  

1Ki 8:43  Hear thou in heaven thy dwelling place, and do according to all 

that the stranger calleth to thee for: that all people of the earth may 

know thy name, to fear thee, as do thy people Israel; and that they 

may know that this house, which I have builded, is called by thy name.  

1Ki 8:44  If thy people go out to battle against their enemy, whithersoever 

thou shalt send them, and shall pray unto the LORD toward the city 

which thou hast chosen, and toward the house that I have built for thy 

name:  

1Ki 8:45  Then hear thou in heaven their prayer and their supplication, 

and maintain their cause.  
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1Ki 8:46  If they sin against thee, (for there is no man that sinneth not,) 

and thou be angry with them, and deliver them to the enemy, so that 

they carry them away captives unto the land of the enemy, far or near;  

1Ki 8:47  Yet if they shall bethink themselves in the land whither they 

were carried captives, and repent, and make supplication unto thee in 

the land of them that carried them captives, saying, We have sinned, 

and have done perversely, we have committed wickedness;  

1Ki 8:48  And so return unto thee with all their heart, and with all their 

soul, in the land of their enemies, which led them away captive, and 

pray unto thee toward their land, which thou gavest unto their fathers, 

the city which thou hast chosen, and the house which I have built for 

thy name:  

1Ki 8:49  Then hear thou their prayer and their supplication in heaven thy 

dwelling place, and maintain their cause,  

1Ki 8:50  And forgive thy people that have sinned against thee, and all 

their transgressions wherein they have transgressed against thee, and 

give them compassion before them who carried them captive, that they 

may have compassion on them:  

1Ki 8:51  For they be thy people, and thine inheritance, which thou 

broughtest forth out of Egypt, from the midst of the furnace of iron:  

1Ki 8:52  That thine eyes may be open unto the supplication of thy 

servant, and unto the supplication of thy people Israel, to hearken unto 

them in all that they call for unto thee.  

1Ki 8:53  For thou didst separate them from among all the people of the 

earth, to be thine inheritance, as thou spakest by the hand of Moses 

thy servant, when thou broughtest our fathers out of Egypt, O Lord 

GOD.  

1Ki 8:54  And it was so, that when Solomon had made an end of praying 

all this prayer and supplication unto the LORD, he arose from before 
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the altar of the LORD, from kneeling on his knees with his hands 

spread up to heaven.  

1Ki 8:55  And he stood, and blessed all the congregation of Israel with a 

loud voice, saying,  

1Ki 8:56  Blessed be the LORD, that hath given rest unto his people Israel, 

according to all that he promised: there hath not failed one word of all 

his good promise, which he promised by the hand of Moses his servant.  

1Ki 8:57  The LORD our God be with us, as he was with our fathers: let 

him not leave us, nor forsake us:  

1Ki 8:58  That he may incline our hearts unto him, to walk in all his ways, 

and to keep his commandments, and his statutes, and his judgments, 

which he commanded our fathers.  

1Ki 8:59  And let these my words, wherewith I have made supplication 

before the LORD, be nigh unto the LORD our God day and night, that 

he maintain the cause of his servant, and the cause of his people Israel 

at all times, as the matter shall require:

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2Ch 30:5  So they established a decree to make proclamation throughout 

all Israel, from Beersheba even to Dan, that they should come to keep 

the passover unto the LORD God of Israel at Jerusalem: for they had 

not done it of a long time in such sort as it was written.  

2Ch 30:6  So the posts went with the letters from the king and his princes 

throughout all Israel and Judah, and according to the commandment of 

the king, saying, Ye children of Israel, turn again unto the LORD God of 

Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, and he will return to the remnant of you, 

that are escaped out of the hand of the kings of Assyria.  

2Ch 30:7  And be not ye like your fathers, and like your brethren, which 

trespassed against the LORD God of their fathers, who therefore gave 

them up to desolation, as ye see.  

2Ch 30:8  Now be ye not stiffnecked, as your fathers were, but yield 

yourselves unto the LORD, and enter into his sanctuary, which he hath 

sanctified for ever: and serve the LORD your God, that the fierceness 

of his wrath may turn away from you.  

2Ch 30:9  For if ye turn again unto the LORD, your brethren and your 

children shall find compassion before them that lead them captive, so 

that they shall come again into this land: for the LORD your God is 

gracious and merciful, and will not turn away his face from you, if ye 

return unto him.  

2Ch 30:10  So the posts passed from city to city through the country of 

Ephraim and Manasseh even unto Zebulun: but they laughed them to 

scorn, and mocked them.  

2Ch 30:11  Nevertheless divers of Asher and Manasseh and of Zebulun 

humbled themselves, and came to Jerusalem.  

2Ch 30:12  Also in Judah the hand of God was to give them one heart to 

do the commandment of the king and of the princes, by the word of the 

LORD.  
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2Ch 30:13  And there assembled at Jerusalem much people to keep the 

feast of unleavened bread in the second month, a very great 

congregation.  

2Ch 30:14  And they arose and took away the altars that were in 

Jerusalem, and all the altars for incense took they away, and cast them 

into the brook Kidron.  

2Ch 30:15  Then they killed the passover on the fourteenth day of the 

second month: and the priests and the Levites were ashamed, and 

sanctified themselves, and brought in the burnt offerings into the house 

of the LORD.  

2Ch 30:16  And they stood in their place after their manner, according to 

the law of Moses the man of God: the priests sprinkled the blood, which 

they received of the hand of the Levites.  

2Ch 30:17  For there were many in the congregation that were not 

sanctified: therefore the Levites had the charge of the killing of the 

passovers for every one that was not clean, to sanctify them unto the 

LORD.  

2Ch 30:18  For a multitude of the people, even many of Ephraim, and 

Manasseh, Issachar, and Zebulun, had not cleansed themselves, yet 

did they eat the passover otherwise than it was written.

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2Ch 30:22  And Hezekiah spake comfortably unto all the Levites that 

taught the good knowledge of the LORD: and they did eat throughout 

the feast seven days, offering peace offerings, and making confession 

to the LORD God of their fathers.  

2Ch 30:23  And the whole assembly took counsel to keep other seven 

days: and they kept other seven days with gladness.  

2Ch 30:24  For Hezekiah king of Judah did give to the congregation a 

thousand bullocks and seven thousand sheep; and the princes gave to 

the congregation a thousand bullocks and ten thousand sheep: and a 

great number of priests sanctified themselves.  

2Ch 30:25  And all the congregation of Judah, with the priests and the 

Levites, and all the congregation that came out of Israel, and the 

strangers that came out of the land of Israel, and that dwelt in Judah, 

rejoiced.  

2Ch 30:26  So there was great joy in Jerusalem: for since the time of 

Solomon the son of David king of Israel there was not the like in 

Jerusalem.  

2Ch 30:27  Then the priests the Levites arose and blessed the people: and 

their voice was heard, and their prayer came up to his holy dwelling 

place, even unto heaven.

2Ch 33:2  But did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, like unto 

the abominations of the heathen, whom the LORD had cast out before 

the children of Israel.  

2Ch 33:3  For he built again the high places which Hezekiah his father had 

broken down, and he reared up altars for Baalim, and made groves, 

and worshipped all the host of heaven, and served them.  

2Ch 33:4  Also he built altars in the house of the LORD, whereof the LORD 

had said, In Jerusalem shall my name be for ever.  

2Ch 33:5  And he built altars for all the host of heaven in the two courts of 

the house of the LORD.  

2Ch 33:6  And he caused his children to pass through the fire in the valley 

of the son of Hinnom: also he observed times, and used enchantments, 

and used witchcraft, and dealt with a familiar spirit, and with wizards: 

he wrought much evil in the sight of the LORD, to provoke him to 

anger.  

2Ch 33:7  And he set a carved image, the idol which he had made, in the 

house of God, of which God had said to David and to Solomon his son, 

In this house, and in Jerusalem, which I have chosen before all the 

tribes of Israel, will I put my name for ever:  
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2Ch 33:8  Neither will I any more remove the foot of Israel from out of the 

land which I have appointed for your fathers; so that they will take 

heed to do all that I have commanded them, according to the whole 

law and the statutes and the ordinances by the hand of Moses.  

2Ch 33:9  So Manasseh made Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem to 

err, and to do worse than the heathen, whom the LORD had destroyed 

before the children of Israel.  

2Ch 33:10  And the LORD spake to Manasseh, and to his people: but they 

would not hearken.  

2Ch 33:11  Wherefore the LORD brought upon them the captains of the 

host of the king of Assyria, which took Manasseh among the thorns, 

and bound him with fetters, and carried him to Babylon.  

2Ch 33:12  And when he was in affliction, he besought the LORD his 

God, and humbled himself greatly before the God of his fathers,  

2Ch 33:13  And prayed unto him: and he was intreated of him, and 

heard his supplication, and brought him again to Jerusalem into his 

kingdom. Then Manasseh knew that the LORD he was God.  

2Ch 33:14  Now after this he built a wall without the city of David, on the 

west side of Gihon, in the valley, even to the entering in at the fish 

gate, and compassed about Ophel, and raised it up a very great height, 

and put captains of war in all the fenced cities of Judah.  

2Ch 33:15  And he took away the strange gods, and the idol out of the 

house of the LORD, and all the altars that he had built in the mount of 

the house of the LORD, and in Jerusalem, and cast them out of the 

city.  

2Ch 33:16  And he repaired the altar of the LORD, and sacrificed thereon 

peace offerings and thank offerings, and commanded Judah to serve 

the LORD God of Israel.  

2Ch 33:17  Nevertheless the people did sacrifice still in the high places, 

yet unto the LORD their God only.  
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2Ch 33:18  Now the rest of the acts of Manasseh, and his prayer unto his 

God, and the words of the seers that spake to him in the name of the 

LORD God of Israel, behold, they are written in the book of the kings of 

Israel.  

2Ch 33:19  His prayer also, and how God was intreated of him, and all his 

sin, and his trespass, and the places wherein he built high places, and 

set up groves and graven images, before he was humbled: behold, 

they are written among the sayings of the seers.  

2Ch 33:20  So Manasseh slept with his fathers, and they buried him in his 

own house: and Amon his son reigned in his stead.  

2Ch 33:21  Amon was two and twenty years old when he began to reign, 

and reigned two years in Jerusalem.  

2Ch 33:22  But he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, as did 

Manasseh his father: for Amon sacrificed unto all the carved images 

which Manasseh his father had made, and served them;  

2Ch 33:23  And humbled not himself before the LORD, as Manasseh his 

father had humbled himself; but Amon trespassed more and more.  

2Ch 33:24  And his servants conspired against him, and slew him in his 

own house.  

2Ch 33:25  But the people of the land slew all them that had conspired 

against king Amon; and the people of the land made Josiah his son 

king in his stead.

Act 15:20  But that we write unto them, that they abstain from pollutions 

of idols, and from fornication, and from things strangled, and from 

blood.  

Act 15:21  For Moses of old time hath in every city them that preach him, 

being read in the synagogues every sabbath day.  

Act 15:22  Then pleased it the apostles and elders, with the whole church, 

to send chosen men of their own company to Antioch with Paul and 

Barnabas; namely, Judas surnamed Barsabas, and Silas, chief men 

among the brethren:  

Act 15:23  And they wrote letters by them after this manner; The apostles 

and elders and brethren send greeting unto the brethren which are of 

the Gentiles in Antioch and Syria and Cilicia:  

Act 15:24  Forasmuch as we have heard, that certain which went out from 

us have troubled you with words, subverting your souls, saying, Ye 

must be circumcised, and keep the law: to whom we gave no such 

commandment:  

Act 15:25  It seemed good unto us, being assembled with one accord, to 

send chosen men unto you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul,  

Act 15:26  Men that have hazarded their lives for the name of our Lord 

Jesus Christ.  

Act 15:27  We have sent therefore Judas and Silas, who shall also tell you 

the same things by mouth.  
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Act 15:28  For it seemed good to the Holy Ghost, and to us, to lay upon 

you no greater burden than these necessary things;  

Act 15:29  That ye abstain from meats offered to idols, and from blood, 

and from things strangled, and from fornication: from which if ye keep 

yourselves, ye shall do well. Fare ye well.  

Act 15:30  So when they were dismissed, they came to Antioch: and when 

they had gathered the multitude together, they delivered the epistle:  

Act 15:31  Which when they had read, they rejoiced for the consolation.  

Act 15:32  And Judas and Silas, being prophets also themselves, exhorted 

the brethren with many words, and confirmed them.  

Act 15:33  And after they had tarried there a space, they were let go in 

peace from the brethren unto the apostles.

Dan 10:18  Then there came again and touched me one like the 

appearance of a man, and he strengthened me,  

Dan 10:19  And said, O man greatly beloved, fear not: peace be unto 

thee, be strong, yea, be strong. And when he had spoken unto me, I 

was strengthened, and said, Let my lord speak; for thou hast 

strengthened me.  

Dan 10:20  Then said he, Knowest thou wherefore I come unto thee? and 

now will I return to fight with the prince of Persia: and when I am gone 

forth, lo, the prince of Grecia shall come.  

Dan 10:21  But I will shew thee that which is noted in the scripture of 

truth: and there is none that holdeth with me in these things, but 

Michael your prince.

Eze 33:1  Again the word of the LORD came unto me, saying,  

Eze 33:2  Son of man, speak to the children of thy people, and say unto 

them, When I bring the sword upon a land, if the people of the land 

take a man of their coasts, and set him for their watchman:  

Eze 33:3  If when he seeth the sword come upon the land, he blow the 

trumpet, and warn the people;  

Eze 33:4  Then whosoever heareth the sound of the trumpet, and taketh 

not warning; if the sword come, and take him away, his blood shall be 

upon his own head.  
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Eze 33:5  He heard the sound of the trumpet, and took not warning; his 

blood shall be upon him. But he that taketh warning shall deliver his 

soul.  

Eze 33:6  But if the watchman see the sword come, and blow not the 

trumpet, and the people be not warned; if the sword come, and take 

any person from among them, he is taken away in his iniquity; but his 

blood will I require at the watchman's hand.  

Eze 33:7  So thou, O son of man, I have set thee a watchman unto the 

house of Israel; therefore thou shalt hear the word at my mouth, and 

warn them from me.  

Eze 33:8  When I say unto the wicked, O wicked man, thou shalt surely 

die; if thou dost not speak to warn the wicked from his way, that 

wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine 

hand.  

Eze 33:9  Nevertheless, if thou warn the wicked of his way to turn from it; 

if he do not turn from his way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast 

delivered thy soul.  

Eze 33:10  Therefore, O thou son of man, speak unto the house of Israel; 

Thus ye speak, saying, If our transgressions and our sins be upon us, 

and we pine away in them, how should we then live?  

Eze 33:11  Say unto them, As I live, saith the Lord GOD, I have no 

pleasure in the death of the wicked; but that the wicked turn from his 

way and live: turn ye, turn ye from your evil ways; for why will ye die, 

O house of Israel?  

Eze 33:12  Therefore, thou son of man, say unto the children of thy 

people, The righteousness of the righteous shall not deliver him in the 

day of his transgression: as for the wickedness of the wicked, he shall 

not fall thereby in the day that he turneth from his wickedness; neither 

shall the righteous be able to live for his righteousness in the day that 

he sinneth.  
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Eze 33:13  When I shall say to the righteous, that he shall surely live; if 

he trust to his own righteousness, and commit iniquity, all his 

righteousnesses shall not be remembered; but for his iniquity that he 

hath committed, he shall die for it.  

Eze 33:14  Again, when I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; if he 

turn from his sin, and do that which is lawful and right;  

Eze 33:15  If the wicked restore the pledge, give again that he had 

robbed, walk in the statutes of life, without committing iniquity; he 

shall surely live, he shall not die.  

Eze 33:16  None of his sins that he hath committed shall be mentioned 

unto him: he hath done that which is lawful and right; he shall surely 

live.  

Eze 33:17  Yet the children of thy people say, The way of the Lord is not 

equal: but as for them, their way is not equal.  

Eze 33:18  When the righteous turneth from his righteousness, and 

committeth iniquity, he shall even die thereby.  

Eze 33:19  But if the wicked turn from his wickedness, and do that which 

is lawful and right, he shall live thereby.  

Eze 33:20  Yet ye say, The way of the Lord is not equal. O ye house of 

Israel, I will judge you every one after his ways.

Gen 30:10  And Zilpah Leah's maid bare Jacob a son.  

Gen 30:11  And Leah said, A troop cometh: and she called his name Gad.  

Gen 30:12  And Zilpah Leah's maid bare Jacob a second son.  

Gen 30:13  And Leah said, Happy am I, for the daughters will call me 

blessed: and she called his name Asher.  

Gen 30:14  And Reuben went in the days of wheat harvest, and found 

mandrakes in the field, and brought them unto his mother Leah. Then 

Rachel said to Leah, Give me, I pray thee, of thy son's mandrakes.  

Gen 30:15  And she said unto her, Is it a small matter that thou hast 

taken my husband? and wouldest thou take away my son's mandrakes

Job 38:15  And from the wicked their light is withholden, and the high arm 

shall be broken.  

Job 38:16  Hast thou entered into the springs of the sea? or hast thou 

walked in the search of the depth?  

Job 38:17  Have the gates of death been opened unto thee? or hast thou 

seen the doors of the shadow of death?  

Job 38:18  Hast thou perceived the breadth of the earth? declare if thou 

knowest it all.  
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Job 38:19  Where is the way where light dwelleth? and as for darkness, 

where is the place thereof,  

Job 38:20  That thou shouldest take it to the bound thereof, and that thou 

shouldest know the paths to the house thereof?  

Job 38:21  Knowest thou it, because thou wast then born? or because the 

number of thy days is great?  

Job 38:22  Hast thou entered into the treasures of the snow? or hast thou 

seen the treasures of the hail,  

Job 38:23  Which I have reserved against the time of trouble, against the 

day of battle and war?  

Job 38:24  By what way is the light parted, which scattereth the east wind 

upon the earth?  

Job 38:25  Who hath divided a watercourse for the overflowing of waters, 

or a way for the lightning of thunder;  

Job 38:26  To cause it to rain on the earth, where no man is; on the 

wilderness, wherein there is no man;  

Job 38:27  To satisfy the desolate and waste ground; and to cause the bud 

of the tender herb to spring forth?  

Job 38:28  Hath the rain a father? or who hath begotten the drops of dew?  

Job 38:29  Out of whose womb came the ice? and the hoary frost of 

heaven, who hath gendered it?  

Job 38:30  The waters are hid as with a stone, and the face of the deep is 

frozen.  

Job 38:31  Canst thou bind the sweet influences of Pleiades, or loose the 

bands of Orion?  

Job 38:32  Canst thou bring forth Mazzaroth in his season? or canst thou 

guide Arcturus with his sons?  

Job 38:33  Knowest thou the ordinances of heaven? canst thou set the 

dominion thereof in the earth?  
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Job 38:34  Canst thou lift up thy voice to the clouds, that abundance of 

waters may cover thee?  

Job 38:35  Canst thou send lightnings, that they may go, and say unto 

thee, Here we are?  

Job 38:36  Who hath put wisdom in the inward parts? or who hath given 

understanding to the heart?  

Job 38:37  Who can number the clouds in wisdom? or who can stay the 

bottles of heaven,  

Job 38:38  When the dust groweth into hardness, and the clods cleave fast 

together?  

Job 38:39  Wilt thou hunt the prey for the lion? or fill the appetite of the 

young lions,  

Job 38:40  When they couch in their dens, and abide in the covert to lie in 

wait?  

Job 38:41  Who provideth for the raven his food? when his young ones cry 

unto God, they wander for lack of meat.  

Job 39:1  Knowest thou the time when the wild goats of the rock bring 

forth? or canst thou mark when the hinds do calve?  

Job 39:2  Canst thou number the months that they fulfil? or knowest thou 

the time when they bring forth?  

Job 39:3  They bow themselves, they bring forth their young ones, they 

cast out their sorrows.  

Job 39:4  Their young ones are in good liking, they grow up with corn; 

they go forth, and return not unto them.  

Job 39:5  Who hath sent out the wild ass free? or who hath loosed the 

bands of the wild ass?  

Job 39:6  Whose house I have made the wilderness, and the barren land 

his dwellings.  

Job 39:7  He scorneth the multitude of the city, neither regardeth he the 

crying of the driver.

Job 40:10  Deck thyself now with majesty and excellency; and array 

thyself with glory and beauty.  

Job 40:11  Cast abroad the rage of thy wrath: and behold every one that 

is proud, and abase him.  

Job 40:12  Look on every one that is proud, and bring him low; and tread 

down the wicked in their place.  

Job 40:13  Hide them in the dust together; and bind their faces in secret.  

Job 40:14  Then will I also confess unto thee that thine own right hand can 

save thee.  

Job 40:15  Behold now behemoth, which I made with thee; he eateth 

grass as an ox.  

Job 40:16  Lo now, his strength is in his loins, and his force is in the navel 

of his belly.  

Job 40:17  He moveth his tail like a cedar: the sinews of his stones are 

wrapped together.  

Job 40:18  His bones are as strong pieces of brass; his bones are like bars 

of iron.  

Job 40:19  He is the chief of the ways of God: he that made him can make 

his sword to approach unto him.  

Job 40:20  Surely the mountains bring him forth food, where all the beasts 

of the field play.  

Job 40:21  He lieth under the shady trees, in the covert of the reed, and 

fens.  

Job 40:22  The shady trees cover him with their shadow; the willows of 

the brook compass him about.  

Job 40:23  Behold, he drinketh up a river, and hasteth not: he trusteth 

that he can draw up Jordan into his mouth.  

Job 40:24  He taketh it with his eyes: his nose pierceth through snares.  
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Job 41:1  Canst thou draw out leviathan with an hook? or his tongue with 

a cord which thou lettest down?  

Job 41:2  Canst thou put an hook into his nose? or bore his jaw through 

with a thorn?  

Job 41:3  Will he make many supplications unto thee? will he speak soft 

words unto thee?  

Job 41:4  Will he make a covenant with thee? wilt thou take him for a 

servant for ever?  

Job 41:5  Wilt thou play with him as with a bird? or wilt thou bind him for 

thy maidens?  

Job 41:6  Shall the companions make a banquet of him? shall they part 

him among the merchants?  

Job 41:7  Canst thou fill his skin with barbed irons? or his head with fish 

spears?  

Job 41:8  Lay thine hand upon him, remember the battle, do no more.  

Job 41:9  Behold, the hope of him is in vain: shall not one be cast down 

even at the sight of him?  

Job 41:10  None is so fierce that dare stir him up: who then is able to 

stand before me?  

Job 41:11  Who hath prevented me, that I should repay him? whatsoever 

is under the whole heaven is mine.  

Job 41:12  I will not conceal his parts, nor his power, nor his comely 

proportion.  

Job 41:13  Who can discover the face of his garment? or who can come to 

him with his double bridle?  

Job 41:14  Who can open the doors of his face? his teeth are terrible 

round about.  

Job 41:15  His scales are his pride, shut up together as with a close seal.  

Job 41:16  One is so near to another, that no air can come between them.  
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Job 41:17  They are joined one to another, they stick together, that they 

cannot be sundered.  

Job 41:18  By his neesings a light doth shine, and his eyes are like the 

eyelids of the morning.  

Job 41:19  Out of his mouth go burning lamps, and sparks of fire leap out.  

Job 41:20  Out of his nostrils goeth smoke, as out of a seething pot or 

caldron.  

Job 41:21  His breath kindleth coals, and a flame goeth out of his mouth.  

Job 41:22  In his neck remaineth strength, and sorrow is turned into joy 

before him.  

Job 41:23  The flakes of his flesh are joined together: they are firm in 

themselves; they cannot be moved.  

Job 41:24  His heart is as firm as a stone; yea, as hard as a piece of the 

nether millstone.  

Job 41:25  When he raiseth up himself, the mighty are afraid: by reason 

of breakings they purify themselves.  

Job 41:26  The sword of him that layeth at him cannot hold: the spear, 

the dart, nor the habergeon.  

Job 41:27  He esteemeth iron as straw, and brass as rotten wood.  

Job 41:28  The arrow cannot make him flee: slingstones are turned with 

him into stubble.  

Job 41:29  Darts are counted as stubble: he laugheth at the shaking of a 

spear.  

Job 41:30  Sharp stones are under him: he spreadeth sharp pointed things 

upon the mire.  

Job 41:31  He maketh the deep to boil like a pot: he maketh the sea like a 

pot of ointment.  

Job 41:32  He maketh a path to shine after him; one would think the deep 

to be hoary.  

Job 41:33  Upon earth there is not his like, who is made without fear.  
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Job 41:34  He beholdeth all high things: he is a king over all the children 

of pride.  

Job 42:1  Then Job answered the LORD, and said,  

Job 42:2  I know that thou canst do every thing, and that no thought can 

be withholden from thee.  

Job 42:3  Who is he that hideth counsel without knowledge? therefore 

have I uttered that I understood not; things too wonderful for me, 

which I knew not.  

Job 42:4  Hear, I beseech thee, and I will speak: I will demand of thee, 

and declare thou unto me.  

Job 42:5  I have heard of thee by the hearing of the ear: but now mine 

eye seeth thee.  

Job 42:6  Wherefore I abhor myself, and repent in dust and ashes.  

Job 42:7  And it was so, that after the LORD had spoken these words unto 

Job, the LORD said to Eliphaz the Temanite, My wrath is kindled against 

thee, and against thy two friends: for ye have not spoken of me the 

thing that is right, as my servant Job hath.  

Job 42:8  Therefore take unto you now seven bullocks and seven rams, 

and go to my servant Job, and offer up for yourselves a burnt offering; 

and my servant Job shall pray for you: for him will I accept: lest I deal 

with you after your folly, in that ye have not spoken of me the thing 

which is right, like my servant Job.  

Job 42:9  So Eliphaz the Temanite and Bildad the Shuhite and Zophar the 

Naamathite went, and did according as the LORD commanded them: 

the LORD also accepted Job.  

Job 42:10  And the LORD turned the captivity of Job, when he prayed for 

his friends: also the LORD gave Job twice as much as he had before.  

Job 42:11  Then came there unto him all his brethren, and all his sisters, 

and all they that had been of his acquaintance before, and did eat 

bread with him in his house: and they bemoaned him, and comforted 
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him over all the evil that the LORD had brought upon him: every man 

also gave him a piece of money, and every one an earring of gold.  

Job 42:12  So the LORD blessed the latter end of Job more than his 

beginning: for he had fourteen thousand sheep, and six thousand 

camels, and a thousand yoke of oxen, and a thousand she asses.  

Job 42:13  He had also seven sons and three daughters.  

Job 42:14  And he called the name of the first, Jemima; and the name of 

the second, Kezia; and the name of the third, Kerenhappuch.  

Job 42:15  And in all the land were no women found so fair as the 

daughters of Job: and their father gave them inheritance among their 

brethren.  

Job 42:16  After this lived Job an hundred and forty years, and saw his 

sons, and his sons' sons, even four generations.

Joh 1:1  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and

Joh 1:2  The same was in the beginning with God.  

Joh 1:3  All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing 

made that was made.  

Joh 1:4  In him was life; and the life was the light of men.  

Joh 1:5  And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness 

comprehended it not.  

Joh 1:6  There was a man sent from God, whose name was John.  

Joh 1:7  The same came for a witness, to bear witness of the Light, that 

all men through him might believe.  

Joh 1:8  He was not that Light, but was sent to bear witness of that Light.  

Joh 1:9  That was the true Light, which lighteth every man that cometh 

into the world.  

Joh 1:10  He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the 

world knew him not.  

Joh 1:11  He came unto his own, and his own received him not.  

Joh 1:12  But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become 

the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name:  

Joh 1:13  Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of 

the will of man, but of God.  

Joh 1:14  And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we 

beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of 

grace and truth.  

Joh 1:15  John bare witness of him, and cried, saying, This was he of 

whom I spake, He that cometh after me is preferred before me: for he 

was before me.  

Joh 1:16  And of his fulness have all we received, and grace for grace.  
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Joh 1:17  For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by 

Jesus Christ.  

Joh 1:18  No man hath seen God at any time; the only begotten Son, 

which is in the bosom of the Father, he hath declared him.  

Joh 1:19  And this is the record of John, when the Jews sent priests and 

Levites from Jerusalem to ask him, Who art thou?  

Joh 1:20  And he confessed, and denied not; but confessed, I am not the 

Christ.  

Joh 1:21  And they asked him, What then? Art thou Elias? And he saith, I 

am not. Art thou that prophet? And he answered, No.  

Joh 1:22  Then said they unto him, Who art thou? that we may give an 

answer to them that sent us. What sayest thou of thyself?  

Joh 1:23  He said, I am the voice of one crying in the wilderness, Make 

straight the way of the Lord, as said the prophet Esaias.  

Joh 1:24  And they which were sent were of the Pharisees.  

Joh 1:25  And they asked him, and said unto him, Why baptizest thou 

then, if thou be not that Christ, nor Elias, neither that prophet?  

Joh 1:26  John answered them, saying, I baptize with water: but there 

standeth one among you, whom ye know not;  

Joh 1:27  He it is, who coming after me is preferred before me, whose 

shoe's latchet I am not worthy to unloose.  

Joh 1:28  These things were done in Bethabara beyond Jordan, where 

John was baptizing.  

Joh 1:29  The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, 

Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.  

Joh 1:30  This is he of whom I said, After me cometh a man which is 

preferred before me: for he was before me.  

Joh 1:31  And I knew him not: but that he should be made manifest to 

Israel, therefore am I come baptizing with water.  
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Joh 1:32  And John bare record, saying, I saw the Spirit descending from 

heaven like a dove, and it abode upon him.  

Joh 1:33  And I knew him not: but he that sent me to baptize with water, 

the same said unto me, Upon whom thou shalt see the Spirit 

descending, and remaining on him, the same is he which baptizeth with 

the Holy Ghost.  

Joh 1:34  And I saw, and bare record that this is the Son of God.  

Joh 1:35  Again the next day after John stood, and two of his disciples;  

Joh 1:36  And looking upon Jesus as he walked, he saith, Behold the Lamb 

of God!  

Joh 1:37  And the two disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus.

(John 3:1 - 18) OKJV  

Joh 3:1  There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of 

the Jews:  

Joh 3:2  The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we 

know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these 

miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.  

Joh 3:3  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, 

Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.  

Joh 3:4  Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is 

old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be 

born?  

Joh 3:5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be 

born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of 

God.  

Joh 3:6  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of 

the Spirit is spirit.  
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Joh 3:7  Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.  

Joh 3:8  The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound 

thereof, but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is 

every one that is born of the Spirit.  

Joh 3:9  Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things 

be?  

Joh 3:10  Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, 

and knowest not these things?  

Joh 3:11  Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and 

testify that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness.  

Joh 3:12  If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall 

ye believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?  

Joh 3:13  And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came 

down from heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.  

Joh 3:14  And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so 

must the Son of man be lifted up:  

Joh 3:15  That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have 

eternal life.  

Joh 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, 

that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting 

life.  

Joh 3:17  For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; 

but that the world through him might be saved.  

Joh 3:18  He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that 

believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in 

the name of the only begotten Son of God.  

 

Return to Spiritual Survival – Eternal salvation 
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(John 3:34 - 36) OKJV  

Joh 3:34  For he whom God hath sent speaketh the words of God: for God 

giveth not the Spirit by measure unto him.  

Joh 3:35  The Father loveth the Son, and hath given all things into his 

hand.  

Joh 3:36  He that believeth on the Son hath everlasting life: and he that 

believeth not the Son shall not see life; but the wrath of God abideth 

on him.  

Return to Spiritual Survival – Eternal salvation 

  

(John 4:30 - 38) OKJV  

Joh 4:30  Then they went out of the city, and came unto him.  

Joh 4:31  In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat.  

Joh 4:32  But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of.  

Joh 4:33  Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man 

brought him ought to eat?  

Joh 4:34  Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent 

me, and to finish his work.  

Joh 4:35  Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh 

harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the 

fields; for they are white already to harvest.  

Joh 4:36  And he that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto 

life eternal: that both he that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice 

together.  

Joh 4:37  And herein is that saying true, One soweth, and another 

reapeth.  

Joh 4:38  I sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour: other 

men laboured, and ye are entered into their labours.

(John 4:1 - 42) OKJV (Context)  

Joh 4:1  When therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had heard that 

Jesus made and baptized more disciples than John,  

Joh 4:2  (Though Jesus himself baptized not, but his disciples,)  

Joh 4:3  He left Judaea, and departed again into Galilee.  

Joh 4:4  And he must needs go through Samaria.  

Joh 4:5  Then cometh he to a city of Samaria, which is called Sychar, near 

to the parcel of ground that Jacob gave to his son Joseph.  

Joh 4:6  Now Jacob's well was there. Jesus therefore, being wearied with 

his journey, sat thus on the well: and it was about the sixth hour.  

Joh 4:7  There cometh a woman of Samaria to draw water: Jesus saith 

unto her, Give me to drink.  

Joh 4:8  (For his disciples were gone away unto the city to buy meat.)  

Joh 4:9  Then saith the woman of Samaria unto him, How is it that thou, 

being a Jew, askest drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria? for 

the Jews have no dealings with the Samaritans.  

Joh 4:10  Jesus answered and said unto her, If thou knewest the gift of 

God, and who it is that saith to thee, Give me to drink; thou wouldest 

have asked of him, and he would have given thee living water.  

Joh 4:11  The woman saith unto him, Sir, thou hast nothing to draw with, 

and the well is deep: from whence then hast thou that living water?  

Joh 4:12  Art thou greater than our father Jacob, which gave us the well, 

and drank thereof himself, and his children, and his cattle?  

Joh 4:13  Jesus answered and said unto her, Whosoever drinketh of this 

water shall thirst again:  

Joh 4:14  But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall 

never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of 

water springing up into everlasting life.  
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Joh 4:15  The woman saith unto him, Sir, give me this water, that I thirst 

not, neither come hither to draw.  

Joh 4:16  Jesus saith unto her, Go, call thy husband, and come hither.  

Joh 4:17  The woman answered and said, I have no husband. Jesus said 

unto her, Thou hast well said, I have no husband:  

Joh 4:18  For thou hast had five husbands; and he whom thou now hast is 

not thy husband: in that saidst thou truly.  

Joh 4:19  The woman saith unto him, Sir, I perceive that thou art a 

prophet.  

Joh 4:20  Our fathers worshipped in this mountain; and ye say, that in 

Jerusalem is the place where men ought to worship.  

Joh 4:21  Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, 

when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, worship 

the Father.  

Joh 4:22  Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for 

salvation is of the Jews.  

Joh 4:23  But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers 

shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh 

such to worship him.  

Joh 4:24  God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in 

spirit and in truth.  

Joh 4:25  The woman saith unto him, I know that Messias cometh, which 

is called Christ: when he is come, he will tell us all things.  

Joh 4:26  Jesus saith unto her, I that speak unto thee am he.

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Joh 4:29  Come, see a man, which told me all things that ever I did: is not 

this the Christ?  

Joh 4:30  Then they went out of the city, and came unto him.  

Joh 4:31  In the mean while his disciples prayed him, saying, Master, eat.  

Joh 4:32  But he said unto them, I have meat to eat that ye know not of.  

Joh 4:33  Therefore said the disciples one to another, Hath any man 

brought him ought to eat?  

Joh 4:34  Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent 

me, and to finish his work.  

Joh 4:35  Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh 

harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the 

fields; for they are white already to harvest.  

Joh 4:36  And he that reapeth receiveth wages, and gathereth fruit unto 

life eternal: that both he that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice 

together.  

Joh 4:37  And herein is that saying true, One soweth, and another 

reapeth.  

Joh 4:38  I sent you to reap that whereon ye bestowed no labour: other 

men laboured, and ye are entered into their labours.  

Joh 4:39  And many of the Samaritans of that city believed on him for the 

saying of the woman, which testified, He told me all that ever I did.  

Joh 4:40  So when the Samaritans were come unto him, they besought 

him that he would tarry with them: and he abode there two days.

Joh 4:42  And said unto the woman, Now we believe, not because of thy 

saying: for we have heard him ourselves, and know that this is indeed 

the Christ, the Saviour of the world.

Joh 5:30  I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my 

judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the 

Father which hath sent me.  
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(John 5:5 - 47) OKJV (Context)  

Joh 5:5  And a certain man was there, which had an infirmity thirty and 

eight years.  

Joh 5:6  When Jesus saw him lie, and knew that he had been now a long 

time in that case, he saith unto him, Wilt thou be made whole?  

Joh 5:7  The impotent man answered him, Sir, I have no man, when the 

water is troubled, to put me into the pool: but while I am coming, 

another steppeth down before me.  

Joh 5:8  Jesus saith unto him, Rise, take up thy bed, and walk.  

Joh 5:9  And immediately the man was made whole, and took up his bed, 

and walked: and on the same day was the sabbath.  

Joh 5:10  The Jews therefore said unto him that was cured, It is the 

sabbath day: it is not lawful for thee to carry thy bed.  

Joh 5:11  He answered them, He that made me whole, the same said unto 

me, Take up thy bed, and walk.  

Joh 5:12  Then asked they him, What man is that which said unto thee, 

Take up thy bed, and walk?  

Joh 5:13  And he that was healed wist not who it was: for Jesus had 

conveyed himself away, a multitude being in that place.  
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Joh 5:14  Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, 

Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come 

unto thee.  

Joh 5:15  The man departed, and told the Jews that it was Jesus, which 

had made him whole.  

Joh 5:16  And therefore did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay 

him, because he had done these things on the sabbath day.  

Joh 5:17  But Jesus answered them, My Father worketh hitherto, and I 

work.  

Joh 5:18  Therefore the Jews sought the more to kill him, because he not 

only had broken the sabbath, but said also that God was his Father, 

making himself equal with God.  

Joh 5:19  Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily, I say 

unto you, The Son can do nothing of himself, but what he seeth the 

Father do: for what things soever he doeth, these also doeth the Son 

likewise.  

Joh 5:20  For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all things that 

himself doeth: and he will shew him greater works than these, that ye 

may marvel.  

Joh 5:21  For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them;

Joh 5:30  I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my 

judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the 

Father which hath sent me.  

Joh 5:31  If I bear witness of myself, my witness is not true.  

Joh 5:32  There is another that beareth witness of me; and I know that 

the witness which he witnesseth of me is true.  

Joh 5:33  Ye sent unto John, and he bare witness unto the truth.  

Joh 5:34  But I receive not testimony from man: but these things I say, 

that ye might be saved.  

Joh 5:35  He was a burning and a shining light: and ye were willing for a 

season to rejoice in his light.  

Joh 5:36  But I have greater witness than that of John: for the works 

which the Father hath given me to finish, the same works that I do, 

bear witness of me, that the Father hath sent me.  

Joh 5:37  And the Father himself, which hath sent me, hath borne witness 

of me. Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape.  

Joh 5:38  And ye have not his word abiding in you: for whom he hath 

sent, him ye believe not.

Joh 6:11  And Jesus took the loaves; and when he had given thanks, he 

distributed to the disciples, and the disciples to them that were set 

down; and likewise of the fishes as much as they would.  

Joh 6:12  When they were filled, he said unto his disciples, Gather up the 

fragments that remain, that nothing be lost.  

Joh 6:13  Therefore they gathered them together, and filled twelve 

baskets with the fragments of the five barley loaves, which remained 

over and above unto them that had eaten.  

Joh 6:14  Then those men, when they had seen the miracle that Jesus did, 

said, This is of a truth that prophet that should come into the world.  

Joh 6:15  When Jesus therefore perceived that they would come and take 

him by force, to make him a king, he departed again into a mountain 

himself alone.  

Joh 6:16  And when even was now come, his disciples went down unto the 

sea,  

Joh 6:17  And entered into a ship, and went over the sea toward 

Capernaum. And it was now dark, and Jesus was not come to them.

Joh 10:10  The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to 

destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it 

more abundantly. 
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(John 10:1 - 18) OKJV (Context) 

Joh 10:1  Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door 

into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief 

and a robber.  

Joh 10:2  But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep.  

Joh 10:3  To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear his voice: and he 

calleth his own sheep by name, and leadeth them out.  

Joh 10:4  And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, 

and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice.  

Joh 10:5  And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for 

they know not the voice of strangers.  

Joh 10:6  This parable spake Jesus unto them: but they understood not 

what things they were which he spake unto them.  

Joh 10:7  Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I 

am the door of the sheep.  

Joh 10:8  All that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the 

sheep did not hear them.  

Joh 10:9  I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, 

and shall go in and out, and find pasture.  

Joh 10:10  The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to 

destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have 

it more abundantly.  

Joh 10:11  I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for 

the sheep.  

Joh 10:12  But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose own 

the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and 

fleeth: and the wolf catcheth them, and scattereth the sheep.  

Joh 10:13  The hireling fleeth, because he is an hireling, and careth not for 

the sheep.  
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Joh 10:14  I am the good shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known 

of mine.  

Joh 10:15  As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father: and I 

lay down my life for the sheep. [The original points made in verses 14 

and 15 is changed in the post 1940 translations when they were 

combined.] 

Joh 10:16  And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I 

must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, 

and one shepherd.  

Joh 10:17  Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, 

that I might take it again.  

Joh 10:18  No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have 

power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This 

commandment have I received of my Father.  
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(John 10:24 - 30) OKJV  

Joh 10:24  Then came the Jews round about him, and said unto him, How 

long dost thou make us to doubt? If thou be the Christ, tell us plainly.  

Joh 10:25  Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the 

works that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me.  

Joh 10:26  But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said 

unto you.  

Joh 10:27  My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow 

me:  

Joh 10:28  And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, 

neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.  
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Joh 10:29  My Father, which gave them me, is greater than all; and no 

man is able to pluck them out of my Father's hand.  

Joh 10:30  I and my Father are one.

Joh 10:26  But ye believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as I said 

unto you.  

Joh 10:27  My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow 

me:

Joh 20:6  Then cometh Simon Peter following him, and went into the 

sepulchre, and seeth the linen clothes lie,  

Joh 20:7  And the napkin, that was about his head, not lying with the linen 

clothes, but wrapped together in a place by itself.  

Joh 20:8  Then went in also that other disciple, which came first to the 

sepulchre, and he saw, and believed.  

Joh 20:9  For as yet they knew not the scripture, that he must rise again 

from the dead.  

Joh 20:10  Then the disciples went away again unto their own home.  

Joh 20:11  But Mary stood without at the sepulchre weeping: and as she 

wept, she stooped down, and looked into the sepulchre,  

Joh 20:12  And seeth two angels in white sitting, the one at the head, and 

the other at the feet, where the body of Jesus had lain.  

Joh 20:13  And they say unto her, Woman, why weepest thou? She saith 

unto them, Because they have taken away my Lord, and I know not 

where they have laid him.  

Joh 20:14  And when she had thus said, she turned herself back, and saw 

Jesus standing, and knew not that it was Jesus.  

Joh 20:15  Jesus saith unto her, Woman, why weepest thou? whom 

seekest thou? She, supposing him to be the gardener, saith unto him, 

Sir, if thou have borne him hence, tell me where thou hast laid him, 

and I will take him away.  
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Joh 20:16  Jesus saith unto her, Mary. She turned herself, and saith unto 

him, Rabboni; which is to say, Master.  

Joh 20:17  Jesus saith unto her, Touch me not; for I am not yet ascended 

to my Father: but go to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto 

my Father, and your Father; and to my God, and your God.  

Joh 20:18  Mary Magdalene came and told the disciples that she had seen 

the Lord, and that he had spoken these things unto her.  

Joh 20:19  Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, 

when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear 

of the Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, 

Peace be unto you.  

Joh 20:20  And when he had so said, he shewed unto them his hands and 

his side. Then were the disciples glad, when they saw the Lord.  

Joh 20:21  Then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my 

Father hath sent me, even so send I you.  

Joh 20:22  And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith 

unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost:  

Joh 20:23  Whose soever sins ye remit, they are remitted unto them; and 

whose soever sins ye retain, they are retained.  

Joh 20:24  But Thomas, one of the twelve, called Didymus, was not with 

them when Jesus came.  

Joh 20:25  The other disciples therefore said unto him, We have seen the 

Lord. But he said unto them, Except I shall see in his hands the print of 

the nails, and put my finger into the print of the nails, and thrust my 

hand into his side, I will not believe.  

Joh 20:26  And after eight days again his disciples were within, and 

Thomas with them: then came Jesus, the doors being shut, and stood 

in the midst, and said, Peace be unto you.  
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Joh 20:27  Then saith he to Thomas, Reach hither thy finger, and behold 

my hands; and reach hither thy hand, and thrust it into my side: and 

be not faithless, but believing.  

Joh 20:28  And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my 

God.  

Joh 20:29  Jesus saith unto him, Thomas, because thou hast seen me, 

thou hast believed: blessed are they that have not seen, and yet have 

believed.  

Joh 20:30  And many other signs truly did Jesus in the presence of his 

disciples, which are not written in this book:  

Joh 20:31  But these are written, that ye might believe that Jesus is the 

Christ, the Son of God; and that believing ye might have life through

(Leviticus :17:1 – 19:37) OKJV 

Lev 17:1  And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,  

Lev 17:2  Speak unto Aaron, and unto his sons, and unto all the children 

of Israel, and say unto them; This is the thing which the LORD hath 

commanded, saying,  

Lev 17:3  What man soever there be of the house of Israel, that killeth an 

ox, or lamb, or goat, in the camp, or that killeth it out of the camp,  

Lev 17:4  And bringeth it not unto the door of the tabernacle of the 

congregation, to offer an offering unto the LORD before the tabernacle 

of the LORD; blood shall be imputed unto that man; he hath shed 

blood; and that man shall be cut off from among his people:  
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Lev 17:5  To the end that the children of Israel may bring their sacrifices, 

which they offer in the open field, even that they may bring them unto 

the LORD, unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, unto 

the priest, and offer them for peace offerings unto the LORD.  

Lev 17:6  And the priest shall sprinkle the blood upon the altar of the 

LORD at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, and burn the 

fat for a sweet savour unto the LORD.  

Lev 17:7  And they shall no more offer their sacrifices unto devils, after 

whom they have gone a whoring. This shall be a statute for ever unto 

them throughout their generations.  

Lev 17:8  And thou shalt say unto them, Whatsoever man there be of the 

house of Israel, or of the strangers which sojourn among you, that 

offereth a burnt offering or sacrifice,  

Lev 17:9  And bringeth it not unto the door of the tabernacle of the 

congregation, to offer it unto the LORD; even that man shall be cut off 

from among his people.  

Lev 17:10  And whatsoever man there be of the house of Israel, or of the 

strangers that sojourn among you, that eateth any manner of blood; I 

will even set my face against that soul that eateth blood, and will cut 

him off from among his people.  

Lev 17:11  For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to 

you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the 

blood that maketh an atonement for the soul.  

Lev 17:12  Therefore I said unto the children of Israel, No soul of you shall 

eat blood, neither shall any stranger that sojourneth among you eat 

blood.  

Lev 17:13  And whatsoever man there be of the children of Israel, or of 

the strangers that sojourn among you, which hunteth and catcheth any 

beast or fowl that may be eaten; he shall even pour out the blood 

thereof, and cover it with dust.  
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Lev 17:14  For it is the life of all flesh; the blood of it is for the life thereof: 

therefore I said unto the children of Israel, Ye shall eat the blood of no 

manner of flesh: for the life of all flesh is the blood thereof: whosoever 

eateth it shall be cut off.  

Lev 17:15  And every soul that eateth that which died of itself, or that 

which was torn with beasts, whether it be one of your own country, or 

a stranger, he shall both wash his clothes, and bathe himself in water, 

and be unclean until the even: then shall he be clean.  

Lev 17:16  But if he wash them not, nor bathe his flesh; then he shall bear 

his iniquity.  

Lev 18:1  And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,  

Lev 18:2  Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them, I am the 

LORD your God.  

Lev 18:3  After the doings of the land of Egypt, wherein ye dwelt, shall ye 

not do: and after the doings of the land of Canaan, whither I bring you, 

shall ye not do: neither shall ye walk in their ordinances.  

Lev 18:4  Ye shall do my judgments, and keep mine ordinances, to walk 

therein: I am the LORD your God.  

Lev 18:5  Ye shall therefore keep my statutes, and my judgments: which if 

a man do, he shall live in them: I am the LORD.  

Lev 18:6  None of you shall approach to any that is near of kin to him, to 

uncover their nakedness: I am the LORD.  

Lev 18:7  The nakedness of thy father, or the nakedness of thy mother, 

shalt thou not uncover: she is thy mother; thou shalt not uncover her 

nakedness.  

Lev 18:8  The nakedness of thy father's wife shalt thou not uncover: it is 

thy father's nakedness.  

Lev 18:9  The nakedness of thy sister, the daughter of thy father, or 

daughter of thy mother, whether she be born at home, or born abroad, 

even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover.  
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Lev 18:10  The nakedness of thy son's daughter, or of thy daughter's 

daughter, even their nakedness thou shalt not uncover: for theirs is 

thine own nakedness.  

Lev 18:11  The nakedness of thy father's wife's daughter, begotten of thy 

father, she is thy sister, thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.  

Lev 18:12  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father's sister: 

she is thy father's near kinswoman.  

Lev 18:13  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy mother's sister: 

for she is thy mother's near kinswoman.  

Lev 18:14  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy father's brother, 

thou shalt not approach to his wife: she is thine aunt.  

Lev 18:15  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy daughter in law: 

she is thy son's wife; thou shalt not uncover her nakedness.  

Lev 18:16  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of thy brother's wife: it 

is thy brother's nakedness.  

Lev 18:17  Thou shalt not uncover the nakedness of a woman and her 

daughter, neither shalt thou take her son's daughter, or her daughter's 

daughter, to uncover her nakedness; for they are her near kinswomen: 

it is wickedness.  

Lev 18:18  Neither shalt thou take a wife to her sister, to vex her, to 

uncover her nakedness, beside the other in her life time.  

Lev 18:19  Also thou shalt not approach unto a woman to uncover her 

nakedness, as long as she is put apart for her uncleanness.  

Lev 18:20  Moreover thou shalt not lie carnally with thy neighbour's wife, 

to defile thyself with her.  

Lev 18:21  And thou shalt not let any of thy seed pass through the fire to 

Molech, neither shalt thou profane the name of thy God: I am the 

LORD.  

Lev 18:22  Thou shalt not lie with mankind, as with womankind: it is 

abomination.  
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Lev 18:23  Neither shalt thou lie with any beast to defile thyself therewith: 

neither shall any woman stand before a beast to lie down thereto: it is 

confusion.  

Lev 18:24  Defile not ye yourselves in any of these things: for in all these 

the nations are defiled which I cast out before you:  

Lev 18:25  And the land is defiled: therefore I do visit the iniquity thereof 

upon it, and the land itself vomiteth out her inhabitants.  

Lev 18:26  Ye shall therefore keep my statutes and my judgments, and 

shall not commit any of these abominations; neither any of your own 

nation, nor any stranger that sojourneth among you:  

Lev 18:27  (For all these abominations have the men of the land done, 

which were before you, and the land is defiled;)  

Lev 18:28  That the land spue not you out also, when ye defile it, as it 

spued out the nations that were before you.  

Lev 18:29  For whosoever shall commit any of these abominations, even 

the souls that commit them shall be cut off from among their people.  

Lev 18:30  Therefore shall ye keep mine ordinance, that ye commit not 

any one of these abominable customs, which were committed before 

you, and that ye defile not yourselves therein: I am the LORD your 

God.  

Lev 19:1  And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying,  

Lev 19:2  Speak unto all the congregation of the children of Israel, and 

say unto them, Ye shall be holy: for I the LORD your God am holy.  

Lev 19:3  Ye shall fear every man his mother, and his father, and keep my 

sabbaths: I am the LORD your God.  

Lev 19:4  Turn ye not unto idols, nor make to yourselves molten gods: I 

am the LORD your God.  

Lev 19:5  And if ye offer a sacrifice of peace offerings unto the LORD, ye 

shall offer it at your own will.  
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Lev 19:6  It shall be eaten the same day ye offer it, and on the morrow: 

and if ought remain until the third day, it shall be burnt in the fire.  

Lev 19:7  And if it be eaten at all on the third day, it is abominable; it shall 

not be accepted.  

Lev 19:8  Therefore every one that eateth it shall bear his iniquity, 

because he hath profaned the hallowed thing of the LORD: and that 

soul shall be cut off from among his people.  

Lev 19:9  And when ye reap the harvest of your land, thou shalt not 

wholly reap the corners of thy field, neither shalt thou gather the 

gleanings of thy harvest.  

Lev 19:10  And thou shalt not glean thy vineyard, neither shalt thou 

gather every grape of thy vineyard; thou shalt leave them for the poor 

and stranger: I am the LORD your God.  

Lev 19:11  Ye shall not steal, neither deal falsely, neither lie one to 

another.  

Lev 19:12  And ye shall not swear by my name falsely, neither shalt thou 

profane the name of thy God: I am the LORD.  

Lev 19:13  Thou shalt not defraud thy neighbour, neither rob him: the 

wages of him that is hired shall not abide with thee all night until the 

morning.  

Lev 19:14  Thou shalt not curse the deaf, nor put a stumblingblock before 

the blind, but shalt fear thy God: I am the LORD.  

Lev 19:15  Ye shall do no unrighteousness in judgment: thou shalt not 

respect the person of the poor, nor honour the person of the mighty: 

but in righteousness shalt thou judge thy neighbour.  

Lev 19:16  Thou shalt not go up and down as a talebearer among thy 

people: neither shalt thou stand against the blood of thy neighbour: I 

am the LORD.  

Lev 19:17  Thou shalt not hate thy brother in thine heart: thou shalt in 

any wise rebuke thy neighbour, and not suffer sin upon him.  
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Lev 19:18  Thou shalt not avenge, nor bear any grudge against the 

children of thy people, but thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself: I 

am the LORD.  

Lev 19:19  Ye shall keep my statutes. Thou shalt not let thy cattle gender 

with a diverse kind: thou shalt not sow thy field with mingled seed: 

neither shall a garment mingled of linen and woollen come upon thee.  

Lev 19:20  And whosoever lieth carnally with a woman, that is a 

bondmaid, betrothed to an husband, and not at all redeemed, nor 

freedom given her; she shall be scourged; they shall not be put to 

death, because she was not free.  

Lev 19:21  And he shall bring his trespass offering unto the LORD, unto 

the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, even a ram for a 

trespass offering.  

Lev 19:22  And the priest shall make an atonement for him with the ram 

of the trespass offering before the LORD for his sin which he hath 

done: and the sin which he hath done shall be forgiven him.  

Lev 19:23  And when ye shall come into the land, and shall have planted 

all manner of trees for food, then ye shall count the fruit thereof as 

uncircumcised: three years shall it be as uncircumcised unto you: it 

shall not be eaten of.  

Lev 19:24  But in the fourth year all the fruit thereof shall be holy to 

praise the LORD withal.  

Lev 19:25  And in the fifth year shall ye eat of the fruit thereof, that it 

may yield unto you the increase thereof: I am the LORD your God.  

Lev 19:26  Ye shall not eat any thing with the blood: neither shall ye use 

enchantment, nor observe times.  

Lev 19:27  Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt thou 

mar the corners of thy beard.  

Lev 19:28  Ye shall not make any cuttings in your flesh for the dead, nor 

print any marks upon you: I am the LORD.  
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Lev 19:29  Do not prostitute thy daughter, to cause her to be a whore; 

lest the land fall to whoredom, and the land become full of wickedness.  

Lev 19:30  Ye shall keep my sabbaths, and reverence my sanctuary: I am 

the LORD.  

Lev 19:31  Regard not them that have familiar spirits, neither seek after 

wizards, to be defiled by them: I am the LORD your God.  

Lev 19:32  Thou shalt rise up before the hoary head, and honour the face 

of the old man, and fear thy God: I am the LORD.  

Lev 19:33  And if a stranger sojourn with thee in your land, ye shall not 

vex him.  

Lev 19:34  But the stranger that dwelleth with you shall be unto you as 

one born among you, and thou shalt love him as thyself; for ye were 

strangers in the land of Egypt: I am the LORD your God.  

Lev 19:35  Ye shall do no unrighteousness in judgment, in meteyard, in 

weight, or in measure.  

Lev 19:36  Just balances, just weights, a just ephah, and a just hin, shall 

ye have: I am the LORD your God, which brought you out of the land 

of Egypt.  

Lev 19:37  Therefore shall ye observe all my statutes, and all my 

judgments, and do them: I am the LORD.  

 

 

 

 

(Luke 2:25 – 27) OKJV 

Luk 2:25  And, behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was 

Simeon; and the same man was just and devout, waiting for the 

consolation of Israel: and the Holy Ghost was upon him.  

Luk 2:26  And it was revealed unto him by the Holy Ghost, that he should 

not see death, before he had seen the Lord's Christ.  
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Luk 2:27  And he came by the Spirit into the temple: and when the 

parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him after the custom of the 

law,

Luk 2:21  And when eight days were accomplished for the circumcising of 

the child, his name was called JESUS, which was so named of the angel 

before he was conceived in the womb.  

Luk 2:22  And when the days of her purification according to the law of 

Moses were accomplished, they brought him to Jerusalem, to present 

him to the Lord;  

Luk 2:23  (As it is written in the law of the Lord, Every male that openeth 

the womb shall be called holy to the Lord;)  

Luk 2:24  And to offer a sacrifice according to that which is said in the law 

of the Lord, A pair of turtledoves, or two young pigeons.  

Luk 2:25  And, behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was 

Simeon; and the same man was just and devout, waiting for the 

consolation of Israel: and the Holy Ghost was upon him.  

Luk 2:26  And it was revealed unto him by the Holy Ghost, that he should 

not see death, before he had seen the Lord's Christ.  

Luk 2:27  And he came by the Spirit into the temple: and when the 

parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him after the custom of the 

law,  

Luk 2:28  Then took he him up in his arms, and blessed God, and said,  

Luk 2:29  Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, according to 

thy word:  

Luk 2:30  For mine eyes have seen thy salvation,  

Luk 2:31  Which thou hast prepared before the face of all people;  

Luk 2:32  A light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy people Israel.  
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Luk 2:33  And Joseph and his mother marvelled at those things which 

were spoken of him.  

Luk 2:34  And Simeon blessed them, and said unto Mary his mother, 

Behold, this child is set for the fall and rising again of many in Israel; 

and for a sign which shall be spoken against;  

Luk 2:35  (Yea, a sword shall pierce through thy own soul also,) that the 

thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.

(Luke 3: 21 & 22) OKJV 

Luk 3:21  Now when all the people were baptized, it came to pass, that 

Jesus also being baptized, and praying, the heaven was opened,  

Luk 3:22  And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove 

upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which said, Thou art my 

beloved Son; in thee I am well pleased.

Luk 3:1  Now in the fifteenth year of the reign of Tiberius Caesar, Pontius 

Pilate being governor of Judaea, and Herod being tetrarch of Galilee, 

and his brother Philip tetrarch of Ituraea and of the region of 

Trachonitis, and Lysanias the tetrarch of Abilene,  

Luk 3:2  Annas and Caiaphas being the high priests, the word of God came 

unto John the son of Zacharias in the wilderness.  

Luk 3:3  And he came into all the country about Jordan, preaching the 

baptism of repentance for the remission of sins;  
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Luk 3:4  As it is written in the book of the words of Esaias the prophet, 

saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of 

the Lord, make his paths straight.  

Luk 3:5  Every valley shall be filled, and every mountain and hill shall be 

brought low; and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough 

ways shall be made smooth;  

Luk 3:6  And all flesh shall see the salvation of God.  

Luk 3:7  Then said he to the multitude that came forth to be baptized of 

him, O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the 

wrath to come?  

Luk 3:8  Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of repentance, and begin not 

to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father: for I say 

unto you, That God is able of these stones to raise up children unto 

Abraham.  

Luk 3:9  And now also the axe is laid unto the root of the trees: every tree 

therefore which bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast 

into the fire.  

Luk 3:10  And the people asked him, saying, What shall we do then?  

Luk 3:11  He answereth and saith unto them, He that hath two coats, let 

him impart to him that hath none; and he that hath meat, let him do 

likewise.  

Luk 3:12  Then came also publicans to be baptized, and said unto him, 

Master, what shall we do?  

Luk 3:13  And he said unto them, Exact no more than that which is 

appointed you.  

Luk 3:14  And the soldiers likewise demanded of him, saying, And what 

shall we do? And he said unto them, Do violence to no man, neither 

accuse any falsely; and be content with your wages.  

Luk 3:15  And as the people were in expectation, and all men mused in 

their hearts of John, whether he were the Christ, or not;  
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Luk 3:16  John answered, saying unto them all, I indeed baptize you with 

water; but one mightier than I cometh, the latchet of whose shoes I 

am not worthy to unloose: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and 

with fire:  

Luk 3:17  Whose fan is in his hand, and he will throughly purge his floor, 

and will gather the wheat into his garner; but the chaff he will burn 

with fire unquenchable.  

Luk 3:18  And many other things in his exhortation preached he unto the 

people.  

Luk 3:19  But Herod the tetrarch, being reproved by him for Herodias his 

brother Philip's wife, and for all the evils which Herod had done,  

Luk 3:20  Added yet this above all, that he shut up John in prison.  

Luk 3:21  Now when all the people were baptized, it came to pass, that 

Jesus also being baptized, and praying, the heaven was opened,  

Luk 3:22  And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove 

upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which said, Thou art my 

beloved Son; in thee I am well pleased.  
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(Luke 4:1 – 14) OKJV 

Luk 4:1  And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from Jordan, and 

was led by the Spirit into the wilderness,  

Luk 4:2  Being forty days tempted of the devil. And in those days he did 

eat nothing: and when they were ended, he afterward hungered.  

Luk 4:3  And the devil said unto him, If thou be the Son of God, command 

this stone that it be made bread.  

Luk 4:4  And Jesus answered him, saying, It is written, That man shall not 

live by bread alone, but by every word of God.  
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Luk 4:5  And the devil, taking him up into an high mountain, shewed unto 

him all the kingdoms of the world in a moment of time.  

Luk 4:6  And the devil said unto him, All this power will I give thee, and 

the glory of them: for that is delivered unto me; and to whomsoever I 

will I give it.  

Luk 4:7  If thou therefore wilt worship me, all shall be thine.  

Luk 4:8  And Jesus answered and said unto him, Get thee behind me, 

Satan: for it is written, Thou shalt worship the Lord thy God, and him 

only shalt thou serve.  

Luk 4:9  And he brought him to Jerusalem, and set him on a pinnacle of 

the temple, and said unto him, If thou be the Son of God, cast thyself 

down from hence:  

Luk 4:10  For it is written, He shall give his angels charge over thee, to 

keep thee:  

Luk 4:11  And in their hands they shall bear thee up, lest at any time thou 

dash thy foot against a stone.  

Luk 4:12  And Jesus answering said unto him, It is said, Thou shalt not 

tempt the Lord thy God.  

Luk 4:13  And when the devil had ended all the temptation, he departed 

from him for a season.  

Luk 4:14  And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and 

there went out a fame of him through all the region round about.

Luk 6:6  And it came to pass also on another sabbath, that he entered into 

the synagogue and taught: and there was a man whose right hand was 

withered.  

Luk 6:7  And the scribes and Pharisees watched him, whether he would 

heal on the sabbath day; that they might find an accusation against 

him.  

Luk 6:8  But he knew their thoughts, and said to the man which had the 

withered hand, Rise up, and stand forth in the midst. And he arose and 

stood forth.  

Luk 6:9  Then said Jesus unto them, I will ask you one thing; Is it lawful 

on the sabbath days to do good, or to do evil? to save life, or to 

destroy it?  

Luk 6:10  And looking round about upon them all, he said unto the man, 

Stretch forth thy hand. And he did so: and his hand was restored whole 

as the other.  

Luk 6:11  And they were filled with madness; and communed one with 

another what they might do to Jesus.  

Luk 6:12  And it came to pass in those days, that he went out into a 

mountain to pray, and continued all night in prayer to God.

Luk 6:37  Judge not, and ye shall not be judged: condemn not, and ye 

shall not be condemned: forgive, and ye shall be forgiven:

(Luke 6:38) OKJV 

Luk 6:38  Give, and it shall be given unto you; good measure, pressed 

down, and shaken together, and running over, shall men give into your 
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bosom. For with the same measure that ye mete withal it shall be 

measured to you again.

(Luke 6:20 - 40) OKJV (Context) 

Luk 6:20  And he lifted up his eyes on his disciples, and said, Blessed be 

ye poor: for yours is the kingdom of God.  

Luk 6:21  Blessed are ye that hunger now: for ye shall be filled. Blessed 

are ye that weep now: for ye shall laugh.  

Luk 6:22  Blessed are ye, when men shall hate you, and when they shall 

separate you from their company, and shall reproach you, and cast out 

your name as evil, for the Son of man's sake.  

Luk 6:23  Rejoice ye in that day, and leap for joy: for, behold, your reward 

is great in heaven: for in the like manner did their fathers unto the 

prophets.  

Luk 6:24  But woe unto you that are rich! for ye have received your 

consolation.  

Luk 6:25  Woe unto you that are full! for ye shall hunger. Woe unto you 

that laugh now! for ye shall mourn and weep.  

Luk 6:26  Woe unto you, when all men shall speak well of you! for so did 

their fathers to the false prophets.  

Luk 6:27  But I say unto you which hear, Love your enemies, do good to 

them which hate you,  

Luk 6:28  Bless them that curse you, and pray for them which despitefully 

use you.  

Luk 6:29  And unto him that smiteth thee on the one cheek offer also the 

other; and him that taketh away thy cloke forbid not to take thy coat 

also.
